GENERAL CONSTRUCTION INSPECTOR SERIES

Series Definition:

This series includes all classes of positions, the duties of which are to inspect
and/or assist in supervising the inspection of a phase or phases of construction, public
improvements and/or major maintenance projects, as a continuing full-time work
assignment.

These classes inspect the various phases of the construction of waterfront facilities
and public improvements including the sub-structure, structure and super-structure of
such facilities, which are part of the harbor installations and which require the application
of building trade knowledge, building construction principles and practices and various
building codes and regulations, as well as specialized knowledge pertinent to the
construction of waterfront facilities.

Inspection of a phase (or phases) of construction is made to determine whether
construction methods, practices, materials and workmanship are in conformance with the
provisions of contracts, approved plans, specifications, regulations and standard methods
of work.

A phase may be defined as a step in the overall construction such as the
installation of utilities, such as electrical systems, plumbing, etc.; foundation work, such as
excavation and dredging; installation of mechanical equipment in buildings; or various
stages of construction of the structure.

The levels of classes in this series are established by the differences in level of
duties and responsibilities of work performed. Each class in this series is established by
a combination of differences in the following classification factors:

GENERAL CONSTRUCTION INSPECTOR | 8.030
(GENERAL CONST INSPECTOR 1)

Distinguishing Characteristics:

This is the entry level class in the General Construction Inspector Series.
Positions in this class work under the close supervision of a higher level general
construction inspector in inspecting a particular phase of the construction of waterfront
facilities and public improvements. Assignments are designed to provide knowledge of
the fundamental aspects of general construction inspection work.

Personal work contacts at this level usually involve a higher-level inspector.
However, positions in this class may have limited contact with contractor personnel.

Examples of Duties: (Positions may not be assigned all of the duties listed, nor do the
examples necessarily include all of the duties that may be assigned. This does not
preclude the assignment of duties that are not listed.)

Assists in inspecting and measuring construction materials used in constructing
wharves, piers, breakwaters, and seawalls; assists in inspecting a phase of small
dredging and filling operations; assists in inspecting the erection of falsework and
concrete forms used in pier construction; assists in collecting sand, soil, mud and coral
samples in accordance with specific instructions as to methods and locations; makes
simple tests such as siump test, penetration test, and sieve analysis; renders decisions as
to the acceptance of concrete forms, construction equipment and materials, based on
specific instructions from a higher-level inspector; keeps work progress and materials
records and reports work progress or discrepancies to a higher-level inspector; prepares
and submits routine inspectional reports as directed; and assists in preparing monthly
progress reports.
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Full Performance Knowledge and Abilities:

Knowledge of: The proper methods and practices used in the construction of
public improvements; plans and specifications used in a variety of public works
construction work; common tests for construction materials, including structural steel,
wood, concrete aggregates and asphaltic concrete; construction equipment and its proper
use; accepted safety practices and procedures; proper methods of inspection; and
arithmetic.

Ability to: Read and interpret plans and specifications for construction projects;
learn to inspect the methods and practices used in waterfront construction work; observe
and determine the quality of materials and workmanship by inspectional techniques and
determine compliance with specifications; recognize good construction practices and spot
deviations therefrom; perform arithmetic computations; keep records; prepare reports;
deal tactfully and effectively with contractors and their representatives; give and receive
both oral and written instructions; and keep detailed records and assist in preparing
inspectional and/or progress reports.

GENERAL CONSTRUCTION INSPECTOR I 8.035
(GENERAL CONST INSPECTOR 1)

Distinguishing Characteristics:

Positions in this class independently inspect structures of limited complexity or
several phases of the construction of major waterfront facilities and public improvements
to ascertain whether construction methods, practices, materials and workmanship
conform to provisions of contracts, plans, specifications, regulations and standard
methods of work.

Incumbents of positions resolve problems based on precedents or instructions and
refer them to supervisors when they are not covered by precedents, or are beyond the
scope of instructions received.

Assignments may include the inspection of a variety of unrelated construction
processes such as excavating, installation of standard electrical wiring, and installation of
mechanical equipment in buildings, etc.

A position in this class works under the general supervision of higher-level
inspectors and maintains work relationships with contractor supervisory personnel.
Contacts involve obtaining information on sequence of operations and work methods,
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explaining standard requirements of plans and specifications and informing the contractor
of inspection results.

Examples of Duties: (Positions may not be assigned all of the duties listed, nor do the
examples necessarily include all of the duties that may be assigned. This does not
preclude the assignment of duties that are not listed.)

Inspects and measures construction materials used and checks methods
employed in constructing wharves, piers, breakwaters, seawalls and small boat harbors
and landings; inspects small dredging and filling operations where a dragline is used in
the widening and deepening of small boat harbors; inspects the erection of false work and
concrete forms used in pier construction; assists in inspecting various phases of the
construction of wharves, piers, bulkheads, seawalls, breakwaters, and pier sheds and
decks; assists a higher-level general construction inspector in collecting sand, soil, mud
and coral samples in accordance with specific instructions as to methods and locations;
makes simple tests such as slump test, penetration test, and sieve analysis; renders
decisions as to the acceptance of concrete forms, construction equipment and materials,
based on specific instructions from a higher-level inspector; keeps detailed work
completed and materials used records; prepares and submits routine inspectional reports,
as directed; and assists in preparing monthly progress reports concerning the
construction project.

Full Performance Knowledge and Abilities:

Knowledge of: Plans and specifications used in the construction of small
waterfront projects and of public improvements; methods and practices used in waterfront
construction work; common tests for construction materials, including structural steel,
wood, concrete aggregates and asphaltic concrete; construction equipment and its proper
use; safety practices and procedures; proper methods of inspection; and arithmetic.

Ability to: Read and interpret plans and specifications for small waterfront
construction projects and public improvements; observe and determine the quality of
materials and workmanship by inspectional techniques and determine compliance with
specifications; recognize good construction practices and spot deviations therefrom;
perform arithmetic computations; keep records; prepare reports; deal tactfully and
effectively with contractors and their representatives; give and receive both oral and
written instructions; and keep detailed records and assist in preparing inspectional and/or
progress reports.

GENERAL CONSTRUCTION INSPECTOR SERIES

Distinguishing Characteristics:

This is the full performance level for general construction inspection work.
Positions in this class independently inspect all phases of public works construction and
major maintenance projects, such as buildings, wharves, piers, pipelines, breakwaters,
seawalls, paving and dredging, for conformance with plans, specifications, contracts,
regulations and standard methods of work. Positions assure compliance with designs,
specifications and applicable workmanship, material and safety codes and standards.

Under the general supervision of the Construction Engineer or a higher-level
inspector, positions may exercise some discretion in authorizing deviations from plans
and specifications on routine matters not involving changes in design or additional costs.
Positions may also occasionally assign, instruct and check for the completion of work by
other construction inspectors assigned to assist in inspections of phases of projects
requiring two or more inspectors.

Examples of Duties: (Positions may not be assigned all of the duties listed, nor do the
examples necessatrily include all of the duties that may be assigned. This does not
preclude the assignment of duties that are not listed.)

Inspects the construction of buildings, wharves, piers, pipelines, breakwaters,
seawalls and other facilities and structures to determine whether construction is being
done in accordance with approved plans and specifications; inspects the installation of
electrical, plumbing and other fixtures in buildings and structures; inspects dredging and
filling operations; inspects and tests materials used in construction for conformance with
specification requirements; confers with contractors on the interpretation of plans and
specifications and refers controversial matters to the chief inspection engineer; approves
routine changes in construction such as those not involving changes in design or
additional cost and reports changes to the chief inspection engineer; advises contractors
of changes initiated by the department; keeps records of work completed, labor costs,
and equipment and materials used; may compute payments on percentage-lump sum
basis or unit price basis and recommend monthly progress and final payments due
contractors; corrects contract drawings upon the completion of projects to indicate
changes in construction; and occasionally supervises other inspectors in inspecting
particular phases of a construction project.

Full Performance Knowledge and Abilities:

Knowledge of: Plans and specifications used in the construction and alteration of
public works and waterfront facilities and major maintenance improvements; methods and
practices used in general construction work; common tests of construction materials,
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including structural steel, wood, concrete aggregates and asphaltic concrete; construction
equipment and their proper uses; arithmetic; safety practices and procedures; and proper
methods of inspection.

Ability to: Read and interpret plans and specifications used in the construction of
public works and waterfront facilities and major maintenance improvements; observe and
determine the quality of materials and workmanship by inspectional techniques and
determine compliance with specifications; perform arithmetic computations; keep records;
prepare reports; deal tactfully and effectively with contractors and their representatives,
and representatives of other governmental agencies; and give and receive both oral and
written instructions.
