Petition forms are available from the
Commission. H.A.R. Section 13-167-52(a). If you do not make such arequest or fail to file atimely written petition with the Commission, the consequence is that
you will be precluded from later obtaining a contested case hearing and seeking judicial review of any adverse decision. H.A.R. Chapter 13-167. Disabled
individuals planning to attend the public hearing or meeting are asked to contact the Commission at the above address or phone (Kauai) 274-3141 ext.
