Ms. Karen Tom described the premises used in drafting the sample adminidrative
rules 1) rulesrequired by Act 88, SLH 2001, and Chapter 91, HRS;

2) enrollment/digibility requirements; 3) amplify the organization of rules,

4) eliminate shortages/overages of premium amounts, 5) Sandardize effective dates,
6) efficiency of adminigration; and 7) provide for automated ca culation of
premiums due and effective dates.
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She commented that the rule proposal's were discussed with the Public Employees
Hedth Fund, Bert and his working staff; DHRD regarding PCP enrollments with
Ms. Diane Sumida; DAGS/Payroll; and line agencies/carriers regarding issues, eqg.,
digibility date.

After discusson on the gpproach to use in drafting rules, the committee requested
that staff give a comparison briefing to the Committee. The briefing will be
presented in two parts: Sections 1-3 of the project team’s proposals regarding
adminigrative ruleswill presented to the Committee and Sections 4-6 will be
presented to the Committee and certain agencies who will be invited to attend to
understand the basis for the rule proposals.
