The 80 percent discount on "lipping fees” charged by the
cily when companies deliver recycling residue lo the
Waimanalo Gulch landfill cost the city about $2 million last
year.

It has been crilicized by some as too generous to a single
company: Schnitzer Steel Hawaii, which does the most
recycling in Honolulu with more than 100,000 lons of metal
a year from automobiles, appliances and other bulky metal
items. Since 1998 Schnitzer has received about $19 million
in discounts, including $1.9 million last year.
