HOOLEHUA, Molokai — It
is axiomatic among school
teachers that PTA meetings
are attended least by the
parents of children' who need
the most help.

In this respect, Molokai
High and Intermediate
School is no different than
the norm. Several teachers
at the school say there is
even a racial pattern of PTA
attendance: Oriental and
haole parents tend to dem-
onstrate more interest in
their children’s education
than do Hawaiian and Filipi-
no parents, who are in the
majority.

One faculty member thinks
it is more a feeling of verbal
inferiority than disinterest in
their children that keeps
many parents away from
PTA meetings and teacher
conferences.

FRIDAY, NOVEMBER :

“THEY’RE ashamed — of
not being well-educated, of
not being ‘middle class,” of
perhaps having a different

life style. So they stay
home.”
Some. of the more con.

cerned teachers and counse-
lors at the school are waging
campaigns against such in-
feriority feelings among stu-
dents and parents. One coun-
selor emphasizes to students
the importance of verbaliz-
ing instead of resorting to
fists.

“That’s why there’s a lot
of fighting in Hawaii’s
schools,” " she said. ‘“We've
ot to get our kids to believe
themselves, to deal with
frustrations verbally rather
than violently.

“The task would be a lot
easier if more parents would
help; that is, take an educa-
tional interest in their chil-
dren. It’s the same situation
everywhere, I suppose, but
it seems to be worse here.”

inferiority complex

IT IS NOT difficult to
come across opinion like this
at Molokai High, because the
teachers there are predomi-
nantly young, well-trained,
and involved in their work.
Principal Ike Balicanta,
among others, calls this
year’s faculty “a good
group.”

One of the most concerned
faculty members is Mrs. Ka-
ren Zablan, a counselor who
was once a Peace Corps vol-
unteer in Africa and a ghetto
worker in Washington, D.C.
She came to Molokai about
two years ago to farm 40
acres of beans and water-
melons with her husband,
James, a Hawaiian civil
rights activist and member
of the Hawaiian Homes Com-
mission. °

Mrs. Zablan doesn’t think
the school’s low test scores
are a valid indication of
learning potential; she sees
them instead as an illustra-
tion of the Island’s No. 1 edu-

cational problem: poor read-
ing skills.

“If a child scores extreme-
ly low on a national test, it’s
largely because he doesn’t
know how to read and hasn’t
had that much verbal experi-
ence in standard English.”

THE TEACHER on whom
the severest reading prob-
lems fall is Rosaline Malalis,
who is described by her fel-
low teachers as ‘‘overwork-
ed” and “good with kids.”
She teaches remedial read-
ing to 62 students — 10 per
cent of the school’s enroll-
ment.

Miss Malalis has taught at
schools in Pearl City and on
the Big Island, but none with
such severe reading prob-
lems as Molokai. ‘“Reading
is such a problem here;
some of my 7th graders read
at 1st and 2nd grade levels,”
she said.

To encourage reading even
at a basic level, she uses
comic books in three of her
classes. “We use them as
regular reading material,
and the students are tested
on what they read.

“The biggest problem is
comprehension — getting
them to remember what they
read. You can’t begin to
work on speed until basic
comprehension is mastered.”

OTHER spirited and cre-
ative teachers at the school
were said to be Wayne Kane-
shiro, who encourages sfu-

dents to do some of the
teaching in his business

courses. Mrs. Jenny Kaupu,
who works well with the rela-
tively few students who are

“don’t like it,” said 36-year-old

college-bound, and Tony
Petcher, who teaches social
studies and coaches the
school’s baseball team. Sev-
eral other teachers were also
named.

The fact that many of
these and other teachers at
the school are relatively new
illustrates another problem
of Molokai High: high teach-
er turnover. The same rea-
sons are cited—rent, land,
food ‘prices—but with more
alarm.

“I like Molokai — and I

special education teacher
Bill Fackelman. “I like the
outdoor nature of things, and
I like the people. But the
cost of living is horrendous
—higher than on Maui—and
the chances of finding ade-
quate housing are nil.”

~HE SAID the Department
of Education built some new
teacher cottages in Kauna-
kakai about three years ago,
“and although they’re ade-
quate, they’re too darned
close together, and that’s a
shame on Molokai. I've got
two daughters, and those
places are not' good for a
family.”

Another teacher said the
DOE cottages are available
to teachers for a maximum
of three years.

“Where is a teacher go- {
ing to go?” she asked. '
“There are no homes, real-
ly; there is no land fo buy:
Everything is owned by big
ranches and big corpora-
tions.”

HOOLEHUA, Molokai — For a small
high school (one of the smallest in the
State), Molokai High and Intermediate has
its share of distinctions.

Located eight miles upcountry from
Kaunakakai, Molokai’s largest town, it is
the only high school — public or private —
on the Island. Students from Molokai’s re-
mote east end spend up to three hours a
day riding a bus to and from school.

MOLOKATI HIGH IS also one of the very
few high schools in the State with no foot-
ball team — in fact, it has no income-pro-
ducing athletic team whatsoever. It does
have a varsity basketball team, and a
brand-new $800,000 gymnasium, but for a
variety of reasons Molokai High has trou-
ble scheduling games with other schools.

Academically, Molokai High is either at
or very near the low end of measured profi-
ciency. Its ability and achievement test
scores are among the lowest in the State,
and the reading ability of some of its stu-
dents was described by one staff member
as ‘‘appalling.”

Ten per cent of the school’s 663 students
(Grades 7-12). are enrolled in crowded rem-
edial reading classes taught by the school’s
only reading teacher, and she says many
more need help.

‘ALL OF THIS is not to imply that Molo-
kai High is a neglected school, or that its
teachers aren’t doing their job, or that its
students are incapable of learning.

The school’s new gym is one of the fin-
est in the State, a $285,000 library is under
construction, and there is even a video re-
corder for taping television programs that
teachers may want to show on the school’s
closed-circuit TV system.

Beyond that, one gets the impression
that Molokai High has a remarkably dedi-
cated staff and that the only thing “wrong”
with many of its students is that they
march to a different drummer than the one
which sefs the cadence for national scho-
lastic tests. ;

THE PRINCIPAL of Molokai High and
- Intermediate is 39-year-old Isaac ‘‘Ike”
Balicanta, who was at Nanakuli High and
Intermediate for seven years — including
one year as vice principal — before coming
to Molokai.

He explained that Molokai High is one of
the few secondary schools in Hawaii with a
predominately Hawaiian and part-Hawai-
ian student body. Filipino students also are
in abundance. :

One of the school’s problems, he said, is

truancy. According to one teacher at the
school, from 40 to 60 students are absent on
any given day, and Balicanta says that be-
tween 15 and 20 of them are ‘‘hard cases”
— they don’t like school and they don’t
come. :

“THE SAD THING is, these kids can
be reached,” he said. “We are trying to get
to them, but like other schools in the State,
we need more counselors — people espe-
cially skilled in this area.

“We also need a better vocational edu-
cation program. We have a few business
courses, wood shop, metal shop, auto shop,
and mechanical drawing. But 85 per cent of
our graduates leave Molokai after gradua-
tion, and they need skills that will train
them for jobs.”

The school is making efforts to reach
students and their parents. Newsletters de-
scribing achievements and problems are
sent out to parents regularly, and the
school also has ftried to build confidence
and pride by sending complimentary let-
ters to parents when their children have
achieved something of any magnitude.

ON NOV. 12 the school’s counseling staff
sponsored a “Talk-About-It” Day, bringing
representatives from 35 companies and col-
leges (including 20 on Oahu) to the campus
to talk to students about after-graduation
opportunities. The program, started last
year, was cosponsored by the Molokai Jay-
cees.

Within the school, Balicanta has helped
organize an Intra-Council to deal with im-
mediate student problems. The group, com-
posed of two parents, two students, two
teachers and two administrators, is essen-
tially a trouble-shooting body, but some of -
the school’s younger faculty members are |
concerned about its focus and direction.

“I consider it a law-and-order group
that is more interested in getting at the
symptoms of student problems rather than
the causes,” said one faculty member. “In-
stead of trying to find out what’s making a
kid smoke in the bathroom or get involved
in fights, they seem more interested in en-
forcing rules against such problems.”’

THE STATEMENT IS more a reflection
of one faculty member’s social concern
than the magnitude of campus problems at
the school, for like the Island itself, Molo-
kai High is a peaceful, friendly place.
> The problem is, peacefulness and friend-
liness alone won’t get a job for the 85 per
cent of the school’s graduates who leave
the Island after graduation, and neither
will it help the remaining 15 per cent deal
effectively with the outside world that is
rapidly closing in.

On October 8, 1971, a public hearing was duly held on
this request to amend the district designation for 36 acres
of land at Hoolehua, Molokai, from an Agricultural to an
Urban designation in order that an existing urban use may be
recognized and to allow the expansion of that use,

Both the Maui County Planning Commission and the Molokai
Advisory Committee to the Maui Planning Commission have voted
unanimouély to recommend approval of this petition.

Staff evaluation of the request finds that approval of
the petition would allow the Department of Accounting & General
Services to continue with the comprehensive redevelopment of
the existing Molokai High and Intermediate School in order
that Molokai's increasing educational needs may be met.
Implementation of the redevelopment plan has already been
initiated with the construction of an $800,000 gymnasium
and a $285,000 library. Construction of the library was
approved by the Land Use Commission in July, 1971, under a

special permit.

Reclassification of the existing school and expansion
area from Agricultural to Urban would obviate the need for
further special permit processing for future construction at
Molokai High School. Based on its field investigation, the
staff additionally finds that the land is topographically
well suited for the use proposed. Slopes are gentle and are
less than 10 percent. Access is adequate and basic utilities

are readily available.

Recommendation

Based on the above discussion, the staff concurs with

STAFF REPORT

A71-298 - DEPARTMENT OF ACCOUNTING & GENERAL SERVICES

The State Department of Accounting and General Services
has submitted a petition to reclassify approximately 36 acres
of land from an Agricultural to an Urban District at Molokai
High and Intermediate School, Hoolehua, Molokai. The subject
area is located at the Farrington-Lihipali Avenue junction
about ore -half mile northwest of the Kualapuu Urban District.
The property is identified as Tax Map Key 5-2-15: 2 and 46 and
5-2-07: portion of 1.

The petitioner is requesting a boundary amendment because
the present use of the property is not permissible under its
present Agricultural designation. After the 1969 Land Use
Districts and Regulations Review, schools were no longer
permitted uses within an Agricultural District. The applicant
also states that additional land is needed to accommodate the
school's growing educational needs.

The lands under consideration for this boundary amendment
request are essentially a) the existing school site, and
b) the property to be acquired for school expansion. The

existing school site is located north of Farrington Avenue



and the school expansion area south of Farrington Avenue.

A comprehensive redevelopment plan for the existing school
site has been designed and partially implemented by the
petitioner. A recent field inspection revealed that new
physical facilities added to tﬁe school include a gym, paved
courts, mauka parking area, three temporary classroom buildings
and start of a new library.

New construction on the school site has been previously'/ﬁkﬂce"ed~
done through the Special Permit procedure. An Urban classifi-
cation of this property would eliminate further special permit
requests for the construction of other planned facilities.

In addition to the school facilities, a day care center,
several vacant buildings, teachers' cottages, and the University
of Hawaii Manpower Satellite Station are located on the
northern portion of the subject property. This area was
previously used by the Peace Corps. Land areas immediately
surrounding the subject property include a Congregational
church, low. residential development, pasture and pineapple
fields.

The nearest significant Urban District is Kualapuu.
Kualapuu is a plantation community with several Del Monte
Corp. offices and maintenance yards, a few bachelors'quarters,

a theater, sﬁall post office, an elementary school and a
dormitory for students attending Molokai High School.

The present school enrollment is approximately 700 students
for grades 7 to 12. However, the petitioner indicates that the
enrollment is projected to increase to about 1,000 within the
next 20 years. To prepare for this need, the applicant is
requesting that in addition to the present school site, approxi-
mately 11.8 acres located south of the subject property be
reclassified into the Urban District to take care of the future
expansion of Molokai High School. The applicant proposes to
utilize this site for parking area and athletic field, including
football, track and softball.

The present owner of this 1l.8-acre property is the
Hawaiian Homes Commission. However, according to the petitioner,
the State Department of Land and Natural Resources is proceeding
with acquisition of the land through a land exchange program.
The applicant also states that the Hawaiian Homes Commission
has given approval to petition for this change in land use
district.

Although the location of the property to be acquired
makes it a desirable complement to the existing school, this
area is separated from the main school site by Farrington
Avenue. However, according to the petitioner, a pedestrian
overpass wiil be constructed to reduce traffic hazard.

The median annual rainfall of this area is 20 to 30 inches.
The land is classified as "D" or poor, with slopes of less than

10%. The present use of the land, in addition to the school
facilities, is pasture with a few single-family dwellings.
The surrounding areas include pineapple fields and pasture
lands.

COUNTY RECOMMENDATION

At its July 6, 1971 meeting, the Maui Planning Commission
voted unanimously to recommend approval of the request based
on the following:

1. The requested amendment is in the public interest.

2. It would establish the proper zoning for an existing

school complex.

3. There are no plans to relocate the high school

within an existing Urban District.

It was also noted at the meeting that the Molokai Adviso:ry
Committee to the Maui Planning Commission recommended approval
of this request.

The area closest to the Keawanui
Fishpond is high in salinity and not suited for crop production. The area
to the east is primarily of alluvial soils and better suited for crop
production.

The land is nearly level.

SP71-114 First Hawaiian Bank

The area being considered for this permit is very stony with clayey soils.
Unless water is available for irrigation, the annual rainfall is too low

to sustain any crop for year-round production.

The clay soils may require a more carefully designed system for sewage
disposal. The area is also subject to flooding during heavy rainstorms.
