Further, Mauna Kea
and Laupahoehoe Sugar Co., the landowners, have agreed to

allow the County of Hawaii submit this petition on their behalf.

The petitioner has submitted the following statements in support
of his request:

"
a.

The use of agricultural lands is sought rather than urban
lands because by its very -nature, solid waste transfer

station sites are basically still a form, though a modern,
vastly improved one, of the older type rubbish dump now
being phased out. The locations were chosen to be fairly

.proximous to urban centers which they would directly serve,

yet still "away" from residential centers and other built up
areas. '




b. The sites were selected to afford the best compromise between
remoteness and practical proximity. The operations would not
all be noxious as the method has been designed to prevent |
visual as well as physical pollution of the surrounding area.

c. Adequate access rocads to the stations would be built and
maintained by the County. The site locations are chosen
for their easy and safe accessibility along major public
routes.

d. These three sites are being requested for new facilities
to serve existing communities which have not had adequate
solid waste disposal methods. A total of 30 such facility
sites are planned. Some are already existing and others do
not come under the review of th e special permit application
procedure.

e. The land for these sites are in various degrecs of agricul-
tural use or vacant brush or have varying agricultural poten-
tial, but the public need for this service is deemed too
far outweighing the relatively insignificant amounts of land
being considered and which would be removed from agricultural
production.

f. The present uses of the land at these locations will be
changed but agricultural lands pose better locations in
these three rural areas than urban lands which character
would be more changed by these uses.

g. The need for such facilities on the relatively small
amounts of agricultural land requested renders the use
most valuable to the public welfare in view of the absence
of such facilities serving these areas."

Petitioner has also indicated that the transfer stations will
consist of an enclosed metal chute for dumping of refuse with an en-
closed 70-75 cubic yard compactor mounted on a trailer beneath the
chute. The compactor will reduce the volume of the refuse and will
be self sealing to minimize odor and fly problems. Compaction will
occur twice daily and emptied as required. .It is noted that solid
waste transfer stations are regarded as convenience centers for the
public and sanitary landfills are final disposal sites for the compacted
refuse.

Pursuant to Section 1 (d), Executive Order dated August 23, 1971
Negative Declarations for the solid waste transfer stations were sub-
mitted to the State Office of Environmental Quality Control by the peti-
tioner. The OEQC concurred with the decision to file negative declara-
.tions for the reasons that the proposed projects are in conformance with
the County's Solid Waste Plan; that probably, no significant environmental
impact would occur; and that only temporary adverse effects are expected
during construction of the projects.

During the public hearing on May 21, 1975 before the Hawaii
‘County Planning Commission, it was noted that:



1. The plantations are willing to give the lands which are
proposed for the transfer stations to the County of Hawaii.

2. A man will be posted at each site during working hours 7
days a week to instruct the public on the transfer station
operation as well as do the compacting. The station itself
will be open 24 hours a day and operations will be monitored
by the State Department of Health.

3. A letter opposing the Special Permit was received from Peter
Fraser of Port Washington, New York, an owner of a small
farm and future residence "less than 1 mile" from Site 1
at Pepeekeo.

4. The Soil Conservation Service indicates that Sites 1 (Pepeekeo)
and 2 (Honomu), have soils of the Hilo silty clay loam series
which are very deep and well drained. Although low in ferti-
lity, the soil responds well to fertilization. Slopes range
from 10 to 20% and this slope creates a moderate erosion hazard.
Site 3 (Paauilo) contains soil described as Kukaiau silty clay
loam and appears to have few problems for the proposed use.

A moderate erosion hazard exists but can easily be overcome by
shaping and vegetating the area.

5. The State Highways Division recommended landscaping and
improvement of the access to the sites in question. Other
agencies had no objections or comments.

_ At the continuation of the public hearing held on June 26, 1975
by the Hawaii County Planning Commission, no one testified for or
against the Special Permit request except for the petitioner.

COUNTY RECOMMENDATION

By letter dated July 21, 1975 Mr. Arthur W. Martin, Chairman of
the Hawaii County Planning Commission transmitted the decision and
findings of that agency on the subject Special Permit. He advised
that:

"On July 17, 1975, the Commission voted to recommend the approval
of the Special Permit to the Land Use Commission at it was found:

1. That the proposed use would not adversely affect surround-
ing properties. The areas surrounding the proposed sites
"are presently vacant of any structures and are uninhabited.

They are far enough away from the nearest inhabited pro-
perties so as not to have any detrimental or adverse effects.
In addition, the design of the transfer stations is such
that any obnoxious effects on surrounding properties will
be minimized. The purpose of solid waste transfer stations

2. That unusual conditions, trends, and needs have arisen
since the district boundaries and recgulations were cstab-
lished. Where the transfer stations will be located, the

burning or open dumping in unspecified locations, usually

in gulches. There has been no systematized or organized
manner nor designated areas for the collection and/or dis-
posal of waste. Our .present lifestyle produces a progres-
sively increasing amount of waste as well as different types
of waste from previous lifestyles. The abundance of dis-
posable kinds of commodities and nonrecyclable materials
has resulted in increased quantities of waste, even on a
daily basis. There has also been a concomitant awareness
of the unsanitary conditions of open dumps; the polluting
aspects of open dumping and burning; and a desire for
aesthetic, nonlittered landscapes. As a result, the need
and desire for controlled waste disposal systems has become
a high priority. Such a need and desire has also been
expressed by various communities throughout the County.
Thus, it is determined that these strategically-located
transfer stations will provide a means for effectively
collecting waste from the respective communities as sani-
tarily as possible, which is not now available. Further,
there will be control over the otherwise unhealthy, unsani-
tary, and unaesthetic methods of waste disposal presently
being utilized in these rural communities.

That the proposed use will not substantially alter nor
change the essential character of the land and the present
use. The proposed use is considered a supportive and con-
tributing aspect of the existing rural and agriculturally
characterized communities, while providing a needed amenity.
The transfer stations will not greatly alter the present
character of these communities. The proposed stations are
designed to take advantage of existing topography and vege-
tation to screen the facilities and to preserve the exist-
ing environment. The small area needed for the transfer
stations will also contribute to the essential character

of the land and the area not being substantially altered.

That the proposed use will make the highest and best use
of the land involved for the public welfare. Within the
immediate vicinity of the proposed sites there are no resi-
dences or houselots which will be affected. The proposed
‘'sites are either vacant and overgrown or are planted in
sugar cane. Taking them out of their existing uses will
not adversely affect the public welfare or have any signi-
ficant effect on agricultural operations. As the proposed
use will be providing an efficient and reliable service
which is not now available to the various communities, 1t
will enhance the welfare of the general public and will
directly benefit the communities to be served.

That the proposed use is also in conformance with the
County General Plan. Under its Public Facilities Health
and Sanitation element, the South Hilo District course of
action states that '"a system of transfer station sites for
solid waste disposal in the rural population centers of

Papaikou, Illonomu, and Hakalau shall be implemented and
open dumping operations ccased." TFor the Hamakua District,
the course of "action is that "a landfill system with trans-

fer station sites shall be implemented.”" The establishment



of the proposed sites will thus be directly implementing
the General Plan courses of action and will aid in ceasing
the dumping into gullies, the ocean, and open pits, which
is- now prevalent in these communities.

6. That the removal or taking of these smaller areas from
agricultural production will not affect the agricultural
economic base of the area as the parcels involved are small.
The public need for these services is determined to out-
weigh the relatively small amounts of land being considered
and which would be removed from agricultural production.
Therefore, the objectives as set forth in the State Land
Use Law for the purpose of preserving, protecting, and
encouraging the development of lands in the State for those
uses to which these lands are best suited in the interest
of the public health and welfare of the people of the State
of Hawaii will still be implemented. It is thus determined
that by the aforementioned findings, such is being done in
this case and that the proposed use is not contrary to the
State Land Use Law.

The favorable recommendation was also subject to the following
conditions: -

1. That the applicant, the Department of Public Works, on
behalf of the Laupahoehoe Sugar Company and the Mauna
Kea Sugar Company, submit a subdivision plan and secure
tentative approval within one (1) year from the official
date of approval and also be responsible for securing
final subdivision approval.

2. That the applicant submit a Detailed Landscaping Plan
for the three (3) sites, to be approved by the Planning
Director. That implementation and maintenance of the
landscaping plan be Kept up so as not to create a visually
unpleasant facility.

3. That construction of the transfer station sites commence
within one (1) year from the official date of approval.
The facilities shall be completed within two (2) years
from the beginning of construction.

4. That all other rules and regulations be complied with,
including the Plan Approval process."

These are the pertinent facts on this Special Permit as summarized
by staff.

Further,
there will be control over the otherwise unhealthy, unsani-
tary, and unaesthetic methods of waste disposal presently
being utilized in these rural communities.

That the proposed use will not substantially alter nor
change the essential character of the land and the present
use. The proposed use is considered a supportive and con-
tributing aspect of the existing rural and agriculturally
characterized communities, while providing a needed amenity.
The transfer stations will not greatly alter the present
character of these communities. The proposed stations are
designed to take advantage of existing topography and vege-
tation to screen the facilities and to preserve the exist-
ing environment. The small area needed for the transfer
stations will also contribute to the essential character

of the land and the area not being substantially altered.
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4. That the proposed use will make the highest and best use
of the land involved for the public welfare. Within the
immediate vicinity of the proposed sites there are no resi-
dences or houselots which will be affected. The proposed
sites are either vacant and overgrown or are planted in
sugar cane. Taking them out of their existing uses will
not adversely affect the public welfare or have any signi-
ficant effect on agricultural operations. As the proposed
use will be providing an efficient and reliable service
which is not now available to the various communities, it
will enhance the welfare of the general public and will
directly benefit the communities to be served.

5. That the proposed use is also in conformance with the
County General Plan. Under its Public Facilities Health
and Sanitation element, the South Hilo District course of
action states that "a system of transfer station sites for
solid waste disposal in the rural population centers of
Papaikou, Honomu, and Hakalau shall be implemented and
open dumping operations ceased." For the Hamakua District,
the course of action is that "a landfill system with trans-
fer station sites shall be implemented." The establishment
of the proposed sites will thus be directly implementing
the General Plan courses of action and will aid in ceasing
the dumping into gullles, the ocean, and open pits, which
is now prevalent in these communities.

6. That the removal or taking of these smaller areas from
agrlcultural production will not affect the agricultural
economic base of the area as the parcels involved are small.
The public need for these services is determined to out-
weigh the relatively small amounts of land being considered
and which would be removed from agricultural production.
Therefore, the objectives as set forth in the State Land
Use Law for the purpose of preserving, protecting, and
encouraging the development of lands in the State for those
uses to which these lands are best suited in the interest
of the public health and welfare of the people of the State
of Hawaii will still be implemented. It is thus determined
that by the aforementioned findings, such is being done in
this case and that the proposed use is not contrary to the
State Land Use Law.

The favorable recommendation was also subject to the following con-
ditions:
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That the applicant, the Department of Public Works, on
behalf of the Laupahoehoe Sugar Company and the Mauna
Kea Sugar Company, submit a subdivision plan and secure
tentative approval within one (1) year from the official
date of approval and also be responsible for securing
final subdivision approval.

That the applicant submit a Detailed Landscaping Plan

for the three (3) sites, to be approved by the Planning
Director. That implementation and maintenance of the
landscaping plan be kept up so as not to create a visually
unpleasant facility.

That construction of the transfer station sites commence
within one (1) year from the official date of approval.
The facilities shall be completed within two (2) years
from the beginning of construction.

That all other rules and regulations be complied with,
including the Plan Approval process.

Staff presented correspondence received from the Governor's Office (atchd).
Tt was confirmed that staff recommendations were updated to include latest
development with regard to the Governor's signing of the environmental
impact statement. There were no changes in priorities. Although it was
agreed that decision had already been rendered by the County Council and

the State Legislature for the establishment of a public drag racing strip
(Capital Improvements Project appropriations) and although Commissioner

Watt understood that the request specifically concerned with the drag strip
only, he questioned staff's recommendations wherein the proposed sports com-
plex in the Panaewa area was mentioned.

Mrs. Jitchaku moved to send a favorable recommendation to the State Land
Use Commission, based on the recommendations and with the conditions as
stipulated by staff.

An application for a special permit has been submitted by the
County of Hawaii Department of Public Works on behalf of Laupahoehoe
Sugar Company and Mauna Kea Sugar Company. The purpose of the re-
quest is to allow the establishment of three (3) solid waste transfer
station sites within the State Land Use Agricultural District.

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The-third site consists of 0.852 acres and is located about
300 feet mauka of the Hawaii Belt Road, on the Honokaa-side entrance
of the o0ld government road leading to Paauilo town in Nanienie,
Hamakua kTMK: 4-3-04:portion of 3). This site is the proposed
Paauilo Transfer Station. It is one-half mile from the nearest
residence and three-quarters of a mile from Paauilo town proper.

The Department of Public Works has stated the following:

There are presently no solid waste disposal facilities in the
subject areas with the exception of an open dump site in Honomu
which is maintained by the County. It is rapidly becoming filled
with refuse and haintenance has become a problem in recent months.

There are no disposal facilities at Pepeekeo and Paauilo. Some of

——
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the refuse from these communities is now being dumped into gulches
and canef¥lds.

The Soil Conservation Service's survey report identifies the
Paauilo site as having Kukaiau silty clay loam soils. Their report
notes that:

"Due to extensive changes in this area, the natural soil type

for this immediate area does not apply. The depth to bedrock

of existing material may vary considerably. The area appears

to have few problems for a transfer station site . . . A

moderate erosion hazard exists and can easily be overcome in

shaping and vegetating the area."
The Honcmu and Pepeekeo sites have soils of the Hilo silty clay
loam series. According to the Soil Conservation Service Report,

"This soil is very deep and well drained. The subsoil extends

to a depth of over 70 inches to unconforming bedrock. The
subsoil dehydrates irreversibly into gravel size aggregates.
This soil is low in fertility; however, it does respond to
fertilization. It has é high moisture-holding capacity and
annual rainfall ranges from 120 to 18C inches. The slopes
range from 10 to 20 percent and this slope creates a moderate
erosion hazard."

The State Highways Division commented that landscaping should
be provided for screening and that the accesses should be improved to

handle the anticipated increase in traffic.

At the public hearing, a number of residents of Papaikou objected to
the location of the proposed site. As a result, the Department of
Public Viorks has since withdrawn their application for their Panaikou
site so that further discussion with residents of the community may
be held. It is not known when this matter will be resolved.

For your information, the purpose of a solid waste transfer station
site is to eliminate open rubbish dumps by providing a centralized
area for refuse collection. A site genrnerally consists of a compactor-
trailer and a dumring chute. Cars drive up to the top of the chute
and the rubbish is thrown into the chute. The sites are landscaped.
The proposed solid waste transfer station site is intended to help
implement the County's Solid Waste Plan, which includes the con-
struction and maintenance of solid waste transfer stations and sani-
tary landfills. The transfer stations are used as convenience centers
for the public and the saritary landfills are final disposal sites.

We hope this information has been helpful and that some of your questions
have been answered.

PIIANAIA: Mr. Chairman and members of the Commission. (Staff presented the
background information on file.) The following letters were received by the
Planning Department and I would like to read into the record. This letter

is to Mr. Raymond Suefuji from Peter Fraser, 'Port Washington, New York. (Read
the letter on file.) Here's another letter again addressed to Mr. Suefuji.
Accompanying this letter was a petition which I also would like to read into
the record dated May 16, 1975. (Read the letter from Juichi and Umeyo

Morishige and the petition signed by 27 people submltted with the letter.)
Thank you.



CHAIRMAN: The Pepeekeo site, how close is that to the resident of that
partlcular site?

PIIANAIA: The nearest resident is about a mile. It would be right 1n
Pepeekeo proper. It's about a mile from the village.

CHAIRMAN: Any other question? Commissioner Sterling.

STERLING: I would like to suggest Mr. Chairman that to reply in the end,

we take this item by item and perhaps there's quite a few people gathered
here plus we could find out from them which site they want to take up. Most
of them want to speak on it, let's take that one first. It is only a sugges-
tion as far as the operations. We might as well get out of you people if
they had signatized to the petition and probably would like to speak. I
wonder if we could ascertain which site to make them speak on and take them
separately.

CHAIRMAN: Would it be all right with you if we....there's a representative
from the County to speak on this and if we hear him then we can go....I'm
not sure what he's going to say so depending on what he says, we can go each
site when the public speak. '

STERLING: We can go either that way or find out from most of these people
what site they are interested in and come in on that first.

CHAIRMAN: Commissioner Watt.

WATT: I would like to ask that when they do that that they try to give us
very specifically exactly where these sites are. These photographs take a
beautiful picture of the area but it really doesn't mean very much.

PIIANAIA: Mr. Chairman, Mr. Dennis Lee is here from the Sewer and Sanitation
Bureau and he could probably explain more on that.

CHAIRMAN: I'll call upon you Mr. Lee. 7

DENNIS LEE: You know, before we go on, may I add anofher thing on the
Papaikou site. We had some 644 signatures in favor of the site that we pro-
pose now. I'll get that petition.to you.

CHAIRMAN: How many did you SaV....

LEE: Six hundred and forty-four.

CHAIRMAN: Were these résidents of the area?

LEE: Right.

CHAIRMAN: This was on which site?

LEE: The éite tﬁat we proposed now iﬁ Papaikou.

WATT: What about the Honomu site?

LEE: We don't have any petitions on that site. The reason why we had 644

for Papaikou is we had the first site we proposed for that area was in Paukaa,
which is about a mile or so closer to Hilo and the residents felt that they

wanted their site closer to their town so they petitioned us for that site.
So we abandoned. In fact we had gone through construction plans and every-
thing. We're just about to construct it and then they suggested that we
make it closer to Papaikou instead.

CHAIRMAN: Commissioner Jitchaku.

JITCHAKU: Mr. Lee, I am not against any transfer station or anything like
that. I'd like to comment that I was quite surprised to notice that the
areas that were picked as transfer station sites like the Papaikou for
instance, the nearest residence is 1/4 mile, the Pepeekeo a mile, Honomu is
3/4 mile from the nearest residence and Honokaa is a mile. I am just com-
menting on the fact that maybe there's a reason for its being right on the
highway ' (inaudible) ..... to and from and so close to the residence if there
could not be another site. ‘

LEE: Well, the essence of a transfer station is convenience anl that's the
reason why we located next to a highway for access. Another point is near-
ness. We found that reports from the Mainland that people won't travel far
to dump their rubbish. Instead they will dump it on the side of the road.
So, this is one of the reasons why we located so near to the village.

JITCHAKU: Are we to say also that the sites chosen are on lands owned by
the County or on State lands?

LEE: Well, the area we have in question now, the County and the State don't
have lands in that areas. It is mostly owned by the plantation. And they
are willing to give us the lands that we proposed.

HAYASHI: Mr. Chairman, at this point, I think it's only proper that Mr. Lee
explain to the Commissioners as well as the people here what a solid waste
transfer statlon really is. Maybe there is some misconception as to what it
is.

STERLING: Please explain your position. Are you speaking as a resident or...

HAYASHI: Mr. Lee is a representative from the Department of Public Works,
Sewers and Sanitation Division.

CHAIRMAN: He is speaking as the applicant or representative of the applicant.

LEE: As you know, a transfer station is an improved rubbish dump. And what
happens is, a resident would come into this transfer station and would dump
rubbish down a chute and will fall into a compactor trailer. This is an
enclosed compactor trailer. In other words, if we close the top door, nothing
"can get into the trailer. We have an enclosed compactor in the trailer that
compresses the rubbish for volume reduction and this trailer is 70 cubic yards.
Now, in this vicinity of say, this one is Laupahoehoe Transfer Station, we
have about some 3,000 people in that area. And this transfer station will
hold rubbish for about a week, so, every week we dump the rubbish out and

this goes to Waimea to the temporary landfill. This other transfer station

is in Puako. I don't know what the population is in there but we empty on

a week. It takes about a week to°fill it up. In fact actually it's not
really full. 1It's about 3/4's full. We have a man that runs a compactor
three times a day, morning, noon and evening.  So does in Laupahoehoe. We
have another one that's in Honokaa that serves a larger population around
5,000 people; and it's so convenient, we have people from Kukuihaele and

other surrounding areas that come in; and we empty it out three times a week.



We have another one in Keauhou, Kona, that we empty out three times a week

and we have people from Captain Cook, which is several miles, about 6 miles,

where they come there and dump their rubbish. So, it's convenient. It's

not necessarily trouble free for we have some trouble. We usually post a
man there during the working day and he takes care of the place.

CHAIRMAN: Some of the criticisms that are raised, such things as the sméll,
rubbish blown around, the flies, could you react to experiences at these
other sites?

LEE: Okay. We had one complaint from a minister when we first constructed
at Laupahoehoe Transfer Station and his complaint was the smell. I think

was more psychological than anything else. Well, the thing is that they

did not accept the system and we sent people down. you know people other

than us, to check the situation of flies and smell and it was all right.

They said that no smell no flies. As far as for the papers, the paper will
all fall into the trailers so we have no problem there. Now, we cannot

. guarantee no noise because this would be a 24-hour situation. People will

be dumping after we leave so whatever, 8 o'clock, 9 o'clock, people will be
dumping the rubbish. We cannot stop that unless we, you know, lock it up,
which we don't plan to. Our transfer stations, existing ones by the way, the
State Health Department under Chapter 46, Solid Waste Management Permits, they
gave us the permit and they have monitored our transfer stations. So far,

so good.

CHAIRMAN: Now, you're proposing that there will be a man during the worklng
hours of the day at each of the site?

LEE: That's right.

CHAIRMAN: And will he be .... part of his responsibility will be to keep the
area policed or clean?

LEE: Yes, he will keep the area clean but the main purpose of his being
there is for education. In other words, informing the people what a transfer
station is and having, you know, like we have a bulky item area which consist
of white goods, like your refrigerator, range and stuff like that. Well,
they would dump it on the side and we'll come with a pickup and pick it up
later on; but some people get confused and they dump their tree trimmings
this stuff in this area which should go into the trailer. 1It's one of the
problems so we post the man there just, say for education. He doesn't do

too much cleaning up, mostly education and compacting.

CHAIRMAN: I was just thinking of people who might come and who is kind of
lazy and throw it out ahd hits somewhere near the chute. Well, there have been
much problems? :

LEE: We didn't have that much trouble in that respect.

CHAIRMAN: I was just kind of foreseeing that this mlght be a complaint. Com-
missioner Asai. _

ASAI: How much does one of this cost?

LEE: Well, we just put out a bid for Pahala 'Transfer Station and that trans-.
fer station cost us $95,000 and that does not include the equipment with the
transfer station - just for construction.

CHAIRMAN: Commissioner Watt.



WATT: Do they have their ownvpower plant to work on the compactor?

LEE: It's a mobile. We have a Ford engine on that that generates the power
to run our hydraulic system.

WATT: What if a refrigerator gets inside of the trailer? Well, what happens?

LEE: It will take the refrigerator. In fact before we unload the trailer,
we scoop up all the white goods and we dump it into the compactor trailer.

WATT: Third question. What happens if somebody tries to dump a car body at
night? What happens then?

LEE: Then it won't go down the chute. It will stuck in the chute and we'll
have to remove it out of the chute. v

CHAIRMAN: Commissioner Sterling.

STERLING: If the trailer itself is removed, you say maybe sometimes a week,
sometimes twice a week removed; and then the report, maybe this is a different
one, it's talking about twice daily removed, which is erroneous isn't it?

LEE: She did say as needed. I think the report said.

PIIANAIA: I think this section I referred to would be compacted twice daily
and emptied as required.

LEE: That's the minimum, right. For any area, that's the minimum.

STERLING: But actually, the trailer is hauled away. The staff has given to
us, the longest time it stays there, if it were to attract flies, a week
would be the longest time that trailer would be there before they haul away
to empty.

LEE: That's right.
STERLING: I thank you Mr. Lee.

CHAIRMAN: 1I'd better not forget Commissioner Johnson. It's just that, you
know, the other name keeps popping up. Commissioner Johnson.

JOHNSON: Mr. Lee, you mentioned the landfill out in Kamuela. Well, it won't
be our jurisdiction but just for a question anyway. Would you assume that
Paauilo one would be hauled to Kamuela and the other three stations to the
city dump here? ‘

LEE:  We have on plan a sanitary landfill at Ahualoa which we just completed
our survey and going into design right now. I said Waimea is a temporary
landfill because we haven't completed our landfill at Ahualoa. Now, we have
a permit for that temporary landfill which we are filing. In fact, it's only
a preliminary stage. We're gonna do this temporary deal at Waimea until such
time as that Ahualoa is completed.

JOHNSON: What about the other three station sites.

LEE: The other three station will come into Hilo which we have a permit for'
it to operate from the Health Department. It's the Hilo landfill.



JOHNSON: Another question. How close is the Pepeekeo present dump site to
what you are looking for now a station? You got a dump site presently up at
Pepeekeo that I've heard so much comments about it - smell, old fill and what-
not. So, the present site now at Pepeekeo, how- close is it to the site that
you are requesting now for your container? "

LEE: I'm not aware of the Pepeekeo open dump or rubbish dump that you're
talking about.

JITCHAKU: I don't think there's one there.

JOHNSON: Well, I've heard comments about them but I didn't go out there. I
wondered when it's dumped whether it's filled and....

LEE: You maybe'talking about our Honomu rubbish dump which we retain.
JOHNSON: Is this where the Pepeekeo people go too?

LEE: Yes, that's correct

CHAIRMAN: Commissioner Jitchaku.

JITCHAKU: Mr. Lee, you mentioned that you have a 24-hour service and a man
posted there. Does this....

LEE: No, it's open 24 hours but we just man it during our working hours.

JITCHAKU: Oh, I see. Okay, my question was directed to the Puako site.
Well, I found out who owns it now; however, my question is that the Puako
site, personally speaking, the area where the site is, you know a transfer
station site, however the area surrounding it is a mess. I mean, it's right
on the highway.you see - probably due to the negligence of the people just
throwing their rubbish on the side rather than going all the way in to the
area; however, there's a lot of rubbish all over the place. I guess there's
a private fence alongside the road and I would say within a mile surrounding
the pit site has always been a mess and I'd say I've been there several times
of the year and, you know, I was just wondering maybe because of the weather
condition there, maybe a little more windy than the other side, but you got
paper and you know, things all over the place.

LEE: As far as for the County parcel, I think it's relatively clean. On
private land, I cannot speak. Now, maybe you are talking- about the private
land. As far as for the transfer station, the paper goes into the compactox.
We did have a problem with the wind when we first started but we put rubber
flaps. There's a distance below. When we just constructed this Puako Trans-
fer Station, there is a distance between the bottom of the chute and the top
of the trailer. What we did, we put rubber flaps to protect it from the wind.
In other words, the wind would not blow the papers away. And this is what we
propose in all our transfer station that we want to build.

JITCHAKU: From the time the people will throw their rubbish into the chute,
it's covered; however, unless there's wind and blow it off the vehicle, then
you can control it.

LEE: The paper will fall into the trailer. We haven't had any experience
where it comes out from the chute or anything like that, no.

CHAIRMAN : CommissionerIWatt.



WATT: What time in the afternoon do you leave about....there's going to be
several hours this trailer is going to out of there to go to the dump. What
do you do about that?

LEE: We always have a spare trailer that goes in the time we unload the
full trailer, so there's always a trailer on the chute.

CHAIRMAN: Commissioner Domingo.
DOMINGO:  This is relative to what you said. When you throw rubbish into the
containers, you said that you have lids under the container. Do you cover

the container when there's no one around?

LEE: It's always open 24 hours so it's never closed. The lids are mainly
for transporting where our County ordinance says that it has to be closed.

DOMINGO: One question about the Paauilo site. ~Is it at....right next to
Paauilo Village?

LEE: It's about a mile from the Village or 3/4's of a mile. It's an old
qguarry site that the plantation used before. :

CHAIRMAN: Commissioner Johnson.

JOHNSON: Mr., Lee, you mentioned the fact of having a County employee there
primarily for education. Is this going to be a 7-day operation as far as
the County is concerned?

LEE: We have a 7-day operation.

JOHNSON: An individual personnel there?

LEE: That's right.

CHAIRMAN: Commissioner Watt.

WATT: Did you get behind on this project? Isn't that why there are six
trailers sitting down here for about a year not using them?

LEE: We have twelve trailers sitting down there. That's right.

WATT: 1Is it about half a million do;lérs? |

LEE: It's $25,000 a piece. |

"WATT: It's quite a loss of taxpayers and twelve times.

LEE: Not necessarily because'we bought this last year. If we had antici-
pated this delay and purchased this few months from now, it would be a lot

more.

WATT: Now, my first question that you did get behind on the project, now was
this-.oo 3 3

LEE: Yes, we are behind in the project. That's right.

CHAIRMAN: Any further questions? Commissioner Jitchaku.



JITCHAKU: If I remember correctly, the people in the community of Papaikou
and....what do you call that old highway on the street across the Kalanianaole
SChOOl On that Oldo LI $

LEE: Mamalahoa.

JITCHAKU: Yes, people used to dump rubbish over the gulch into the sea. 1Is
that still happening?

LEE: .Yes, it's still happening because there's no facility there ex1st1ng
in Papaikou. ,

JITCHAKU: There's one in Papaikou, you know. All these people in that area
they go to Papaikou area.

LEE: That's true.
CHAIRMAN: Commissioner Sterling.

STERLING: Mr. Lee, there must be some maintenance. There are three areas
we have no designated dumps at all right now. ‘

LEE: That's true.
STERLING: Well then, the situation is quite intolerable isn't it?

LEE: The Health Department has been trying to catch people dumping rubbish
over the gullies, especially along the scenic road that goes from Papaikou

to Pepeekeo area and they haven't caught any and they posted signs but that
doesn't help.

STERLING: And yet we the Commission, we're entertaining applications for
more housing in these areas anpd it just hit me over the head because of the
need for housing and we don't ugglgnated dump areas. Somethings gonna have
to give. We even have to stop issuing any more permits until a designated
dump areas or solid waste disposal plant is resolved.

LEE: Let me make a point. A good example was Waikoloa where they proposed
a subdivision and they also prov1ded a 1andflll in that subdivision and
that's a good point.

CHAIRMAN: Mr. Johnson.

JOHNSON: Mr. Lee, you mentioned the fact that in Papaikou area, there's no
dump.

LEE: Dump site.

JOHNSON: Wasn't there one down by the mill area - a chute or something to
that effect.

LEE: Well, the Health Department closed that because the Federal government
clamped down on all the operators of ocean dumps and it was declared illegal
so all the ocean dumps; in fact the County had two ocean dumps operating.
One at Laupahoehoe, that's why we're constructing this transfer station and
one at Haina, Honokaa and we closed that and built one mauka of Honokaa.

STERLING: What is it, five of them existing now that's continuing?



LEE: There is .some open dumps still in existence and illegally running, yes.

CHAIRMAN: Any further questions? ‘Thank you for fielding all our questions
Mr. Lee. Oh, Commissioner Sterling has another one.

STERLING: Mr. Lee, most of the....your office must come to the location or
to the operation?

LEE: Well, both. Actually, the reason why they have questions in the loca-
tion is because they have a question in the operation. They really don't
understand what a transfer station is.

STERLING: This is what I'm driving at. I am concerned. Perhaps, if you....

LEE: Just like going back to the minister. Even if you don't understand
what a transfer station is.

CHAIRMAN: Any other question? Do you wish to make any further comment
Mr. Lee? Oh, Mr. Asai.

ASAI: Did you people make a survey on the percentage of the people that use
the dumps after 6 o'clock.

LEE: Well, we did make a count - a car count at Kailua rubbish dump and
it's a small. percentage that uses the rubbish dump after 6 o'clock. It's a
small, small percentage.

JOHNSON: Just the fire bugs.

LEE: Well, I can't see who goes in there. It's a small percentage. You'll
find people dumping mostly after work, which is around 5 o'clock, whlch is
about the peak hour for dumping rubbish.

CHAIRMAN: Mr,. Domlngo.

DOMINGO: At this time, you have yoﬁr people posted there?

LEE: No, our workers get through at 3 o'clock.

CHAIRMAN: Any further questions? Do you wish to make any comment Mr. Lee?
LEE: No. A

CHAIRMAN: Thank you very much for fielding our questions. 1I'll take the
suggestion of Commissioher Sterling and will ask that....let's go by each

-of the different sites one at the time. I'm sure that those of you who are
here who wish to give any testimony are concerned about a particular site.
So, let's go on the order they were presented. First was Papaikou. Is there
anyone who would like to give any testimony and the site at Papaikou. Please
come forward and give us your name please.

NAMIE KOBAYASHI: Mr. Chairman and members of the Commission. My name is
Namie Kobayashi and I'm here to speak for my husband. He is supposed to talk
but he has a difficult time in speaking so I wrote down what he wants to
say. As a member of the community, I am opposed on the rubbish dump station .
because 1) rubbish dump is too close to the homes. 1It's only about 250 feet
away. It's not 1/4 of a mile and 2) the odor comes into the homes and 3) the
soot from the sugar mill that used to fly around the homes around there but



now that has been improved. And this rubbish dump stationed close to homes
will be another problem and this problem will be worse than the soot problem
because flies and rats will be multiplying and I thlnk the location should
be at least about half a mile away.

' CHAIRMAN: Thank you Mrs. Kobayashi. Mrs. Kobayashi, Commissioner Jitchaku
would like to ask you a gquestion.

JITCHAKU: Mrs. Kobayashi, can you point out on the map of Papaikou where
the Papaikou area is, how close your house is.

KOBAYASHI: Morishige's home is right hére.

JITCHAKU: Morishige's home is on the highway or on the old government road?
KOBAYASHI: It's on the old government road.

JITCHAKU: And your house is in that area too?

KOBAYASHI: Our house is further away.

JITCHAKU: Okay, thank you.

KOBAYASHI: Morishige's is the closest.

CHAIRMAN: Thank you Mrs. Kobayashi. Anyoné else on the Papaikou site?
Yes ma'm, please come forward. ‘ .

LEE: May we make a correction to what was given earlier by staff. It
isn't....I think there's a misunderstanding on the distance. It's 1/4 of a
mile laterally and a shorter distance across. Now, I'm not familiar with
the home she just mentioned, but we measured with a car. And the nearest
resident we felt was 1/4 of a.mile traveling on the old road. But, there
is and there are residents across the street, which is a.shorter distance
which I'm not familiar how far. I think it's about 2 to 300 feet away from
our proposed site. '

CHAIRMAN: Yes, ma'm.

UMEYO MORISHIGE: I'm Mrs., Umeyo Morishige. A little while ago, she read
our letter which we submitted, but could I read what I had written. Some of
the things we have written that she has read. So, let me read what I have
written., It's good for the residents of Papaikou to have waste transfer
station nearby, but why. choose a site where people live when there are other
Jlocations. A year ago, there had been two meetings in Papaikou about the
sewer treatment plant site. At this meeting, they were told that a solid
waste transfer station site will be located in Paukaa where no houses are
nearby and plantation had given land for the project. Why was it delayed
and why the change of location? I heard yesterday, was it yesterday, about
this matter that Paukaa people didn't like that location. They said they
rather throw rubbish down that hill, that far place. I don't know how true
it is. One aged widow, who lives near our home, said I don't know what will
happen. The ashes from the mill nearby, because we live near the mill, and
now the rubbish dump above. She wished she could move to some place where
there's clean air. She would think she was talking about air pollution.
Well, we can't protest about the ashes from the mill or the litter that the
cane trucks make for it is Hawaii's number one industry and livelihood for
most of the people. Besides, plantation has men working to pick up litter.
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Again, we want .to make it clear that we strongly oppose the proposed site.
The main reason-is too near our place. As, I have a map here which they have
sent, According to the map, it's so near and we have measured approximately
and from our house to that site is about 200 feet or less. Don't you think
it's very near? And as far as the location there and as far as our nice homes
that eight property owners have, we were considered nice homes around Papai-
kou. But, now, if the transfer station site will be located above our place,
then the people won't like the place and the land value will come down. I'm
very sure and besides it's near the highway and I've seen tourists stop by

at the bridge and take pictures of the mountains and the oceans from the
bridge. They think it's a beautiful place but why put that site over there?
I know that the people are throwing rubbish down the gulch by the roadside.
I've seen it. We've gone over there; but you know why they are throwing?
Because ‘they have trees growing and the place is not kept clean, and it's
hidden from the roadside so, from the highway so, when anything which is con-
cealed, people can do mischief.

Another thing, may I say another thing. Since we are so concerned, yesterday,
we asked the person in Papaaloa. We know about him so we asked if he knows
about the Laupahoehoe Transfer Station site. Then he said he doesn't know
but he will give me the location. So we went. The long drive we went and
there we saw how the transfer station is. Then my husband, my sister and I
went and then we saw few flies of course and then there wasn't any smell but
I guess maybe because it's not too old. And we went down by the trail and we
saw two large bags of rubbish, cans and all those things on the ground and
few cans strewn around and papers all around. That's Wednesday we went.
That's yesterday we went. And we went to the neighborhood people and they
said, well, the wind is blowing from the mauka side and down side is down;
and naturally, the wind doesn't go up so, they don't smell and they have a
good location because down below is the ocean. The ocean breeze blows and
there's a gulch between their home, so, they have a good location, but with
ours it's different. Please consider, thank you. g

CHAIRMAN: Thank you very much. Commissioner Sterling would like to ask you
a question Mrs. Morishige.

STERLING: Mrs. Morishige, of the eight homes, where do you folks tékefoﬁr
waste now? G

MORISHIGE: We take to the Hilo dump.
STERLING: The Hilo dump.

'MORISHIGE: Yes.

- STERLING: Thank you.

CHAIRMAN: Thank you very much Mrs. Morishige. Anyone else would like to
speak on the Papaikou site? Yes sir, please come up.

UNIDENTIFIED PERSON: I was thinking that maybe you going get some more
speakers on this proposed transfer station .... (inaudible).

MORISHIGE: May I say another thing., Well, he said he went around to get
signatures of 644. He told me 700. And did you say, it took you four years
or what?

UNIDENTIFIED PERSON: Four years?
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MORISHIGE: Oh, year and a half.

UNIDENTIFIED PERSON: No, I didn't tell you that.

MORISHIGE: Didn't you tell me that yesterday?

CHAIRMAN: Mrs. Morishige.

MORISHIGE: Yes.

CHAIRMAN: I would like you to direct your comments up here please.

MORISHIGE: All right. Okay. Well, is it all right if I quote his name?
Say his name?

UNIDENTIFIED PERSON: Go right ahead.

MORISHIGE: Okay, Mr. Henry Kawaihae approached me yesterday and he told me
he got 700 signatures and it took .... he said he was trying to get this
dump site for the Papaikou people from 1971 and finally he say he thinks he
got it. He got the signatures of 700 people and the way he said it, it took
him year and a half, but maybe I'm mistaken. Anyway, he said it took him
quite long. And why did he miss us? We were right above him and why did he
miss us? That's the point! Maybe he knows very well that it's not a good
place for us so he didn't approach us. Thank you.

CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Now, you better ‘come up now.

HENRY KAWAIHAE: Mr. Chairman and members of the Planning Commission. My
name is Henry Kawaihae and I'm a lifelong resident of Hawaii Nei in Papalkou.
I was born and raised there.

Now, I would like to clarify what she said and you know what she .... what
this lady here said. It didn't take me year and half., This is not what I
told her. I said it took me a month and a half, but that we....you know we've
been waiting....you see we first....you know I made my presentation, in other
words, back in 1971 and I'm sure the assistant planning, you know, that the
Planning Director knows about this. I made my presentation, you know with
the....close to 700 names from the areas of Paukaa, Pueopaku and this subdivi-
sion where she lives. At the time when I went to their home, I went there
twice, nobody was home. So, you see, I couldn't be going at her home all

the time and I used to go in the afternoon because I don't want to go during
the morning hours when the man of the house is not at home. I don't want to
go there. I much rather go there when the man of the house is there. So, I
-went to their home twice. I couldn't get, nobody was at home, no response,

so I had to give up because there were plenty other areas I had to cover.
Papaikou is a big area. I did get some names from people who live there. I
think it was the Tanakas, the Otas and the last house closest to Pueopaku on
the seaward side. I got the Mr. and Mrs. too to sign the petition also. I
explained to them what had happened and this is coming from the supervisors
you know. They took me over the area, they took me in the cane fields where
lot of people were throwing rubbish after they closed the dump down at the
seaward side where the Papaikou Mill is. - After that big fire, Mr. Black
figured he may as well close the dump. That's why it was closed. Then months
went by and people started to throw in the cane fields. They started throw-
ing over the gulches like Pueopaku, Papaikou, the Kalaoa gulch, the Onomea
gulch, all over the place. They were making a heck of a mess. And this is
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how a party came to see me since I go to the Council all the time. They know
I'm there all the time so they approached me and asked me for my kokua to

see what I could do. I told them well, the best possible thing that we could
do would be to, you know, for a formation of petition and I drew up the peti-
tion and it took me, I would say with, it was myself, my wife and about five
others. It took us month and a half to get that close to 700 signatures,

and then I made my presentation and then it was passed by the Council unani-
mously. They all went for it because of the fact that, you know, I wanted

to beautify Papaikou like it once was and not the way it is today. Even to
this day, they dumping rubbish in the gulch. You know, we gonna stop all
that and I think people have a misconception of the...what a transfer station
is all about. There won't be any flies because the whole thing would be
compacted, will be covered and I think what my main concern is to make
Papaikou, you know, beautiful once again like....I can't say like it once was.

The areas that I covered like I say on this petition here, along with Papai-
kou, was Kalaca, Kalaoa mauka, I went into the Kaieie areas, I went into the
Onomea areas. The only areas I did not cover at the time was Pepeekeo because
I had an understanding that eventually, Pepeekeo would be having their own
transfer station so I did not go into that area. But all of Papaikou, I

tried to cover as much as we possibly could; and since time was running out
and I felt at the time that I already had close to 700 signatures, that would
show to the Council about our concern and this is why I made my presentation.

CHAIRMAN: Mr. Kawaihae.

KAWAIHAE: Yes.

CHAIRMAN: 1Is that the petition that Mr. Lee was referring to earlier?
KAWAIHAE: You mean the one that I made the presentatidn?

CHAIRMAN: We've mentioned we had one was 644 signatures.

KAWAIHAE: Yes, 644, about that. |

CHAIRMAN: Mrs. Jitchaku would like to ask you a question.

KAWAIHAE: Sure.

JITCHAKU: * Mr, Kawaihae, at the time you had gone out and got these signatures,
were you aware of where the site of this one was going to be?

KAWAIHAE: No, at the time, you see, at the very outset our concern was to
get as many signatures. We have to do one thing at the time; and then after
we got the signatures and then I made my presentation. And of course that
petition had to be approved first. After it was approved and then I went
with Dennis Lee and I think Sugiyama also, yes, Harold Sugiyama to go over
the sites. Now, earlier part was mentioned as far as Paukaa was concerned
and nobody wanted the site in Paukaa. I did not say that. There were.....I
don't think there should be any rebuttal because she had a chance to speak,
I did not answer in rebuttal, I did not question her in anyway and I think
in all fairness....

CHAIRMAN: That's usually the way we run our ‘hearings.
KAWAIHAE: I think this way it's better, you know, no more....there won't

be no pilikia, no rebuttal. I don't want them to feel that, you know, I'm
huhu with them - I'm not. :
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At the Paukaa area, I got few signatures there, but of course there were

other people on the lower part, they said, well Henry, we closer to the Hilo
dump so we're not interested, so I stopped there. You know, I don't wanna
force anyone to sign for signature - no sense, you. only get into an argument.
And this is why I went to the other area. As far as the sites were concerned,
those that have signed the petition, you know, and who had gone around with
me, they came to my home, they met me on the streets and they said, Henry
can't we have this transfer station centralized where the population is and
right in Papaikou, that's where the biggest population is. You have Silverton,
Anderton, Moirton, Gym Camp, you have the New Camp, you know, Pueopaku areas -
the people of Pueopaku went all out. Hundred percent-they signed this peti-
tion and they know the areas that the, this last area, and they are all out
for it. The reason why we chose, you know, by mutual consent from these other
people, we chose the 0ld Mamalahoa Highway was that we didn't want to have
that dump either .in the Kalaoa area or any areas below the main road, the Belt
Highway for this reason because going by with two bags or three bags of rub-
bish and then get hit broadside by some cars coming either from Hamakua or
going to Hamakua like how they do at Pueopaku hitting 70 or 80 miles an hour.
See, and this is what's our concern to have it as much as possible on the 01l1d
Mamalahoa Highway, which we did. That's this proposed site that we chose -
this last one.

CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Commissioner Johnson.

JOHNSON: Mr., Kawaihae, I'm a little confused. You stated that when you went
with your petition, you got 600 some 40 odd signatures.

KAWAIHAE: Right, from all areas.
JOHNSON: This was purposely to have a transfer station.
KAWAIHAE: I don't know if you use the word purposely.

JOHNSON: No, I mean, basically then you went out - you wanted a transfer
station. : :

KAWAIHAE: Basically, right. It was the concern of all....of the majority
of the people of Papaikou, their concern and the supervisors as well,

JOHNSON: Okay, Mr. Kawaihae, at that particular time, it was purposely for
transfer station and a site was not chosen as yet.

KAWAIHAE: Well, a site was not chosen because of the reason that we had to
get the signatures first. It had to be approved. Because no sense of looking
or choosing a site when you don't have the approval of the Council.

JOHNSON: All right, this is where I'm confused. Now may I ask, the 644
people that signed your petition, did they concur with the site that is
presently suggested now?

KAWAIHAE: Oh, yes, over a period of time we did. We haven't....

JOHNSON: Wait, I'm confused myself, so I want to know you had 644 signatures.
KAWAIHAE: Yes, this last site that we chose; you see, at one time a sug-
gestion was made by this Dennis and Sugiyama about the Paukaa site, then I

talked to this group of people, many of them, those who have signed the peti-
tion. Many. of them, and they say, Henry, why can't we have it centralized,
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you know, close to the Papaikou area where the population is. And this is
why we chose this other site. It was by mutual agreement. I couldn't get
hold of 600 and 44 petitioners. That would be impossible because I wasn't
the only one who went around getting the names. There were seven of us,
myself, my wife and five others. - '

CHAIRMAN: Mr. Fuke would like to ask.
KAWAIHAE: Yes.
DEPUTY PLANNING DIRECTOR: Do you generally recall what the petition said?

KAWAIHAE: The petition, well I drew up the petition and that's about four
years ago. I can't say word for word the way I wrote it down. I don't know.
You don't have it with you?

LEE: Generally speaking, they wanted a2 transfer station in Papaikou.

DEPUTY PLANNING DIRECTOR: In other words, our understanding would be. that
they would be generally in agreement of a transfer station in Papaikou but
no specific location.

KAWATHAE: Right, none at the time because....:

LEE: I think there's an understanding at that time that they had signed the
petition, they were going to have a transfer station at Paukaa. It was just
a general opinion.

KAWAIHAE: The Paukaa. site was an alternate site, but our main concern was to
have it centralized which would be closest to these people who are living
below there, Pueopaku, Papaikou proper, Kalaoa, Kaieie, Kalaoa Mauka, Onomea,
you know, to have it centralized because there was no other sites available
like, you know, on the old road leading to Kalaoa. That road there is all
cliffs. : '

CHAIRMAN: Commissioner Jitchaku.

JITCHAKU: Mr. Kawaihae, you can probably correct me in the area because
I'm not familiar with the area there. Looking at that map, does that old
road there where the proposed site is continue on down to the gully there
and then come up to join the highway? Is that a through road there?

KAWAIHAE: The 0l1d Mamalahoa Highway enjoins all of Pueopaku, that's the old
road I'm talking about because there was a break off, see, when the new Hawaii
Belt road was built.

JITCﬁAKU: You're talking about the mauka of the Belt road.

KAWAIHAE: Yes, mauka. Now, let me explain to you about the 0ld Mamalahoa
Highway. You know, there's a break off here and there see, and this other
one here intersects., If you come in from Pueopaku, heading towards Hamakua,
I would say, it starts off from Pueopaku, runs all the way down to that
gulch, crosses the bridge and up again and passes over. where Yoshiyama, where
the old plantation store is. Now it's S. Yoshiyama Store, then it continues
on passes the school, passes all the camps arnd passes the school and then
intersects at the Hawaii Belt Road where you have the overpass, where the
school is, as where it ends. It ends there of course, that is hitting the
Hawaii Belt Road and then it continues across on the 0ld Mamalahoa Highway.
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JITCHAKU' Okay, another question is, okay if we're looking at the Mamalahoa,
mauka of the Hawaii Belt Road, then it's right where the site is? (Pointed
out by Mr., Lee on the map.) Yes.

LEE: It starts, if I'm not mistaken, it starts from here to here. It runs
parallel to the highway. It's about, I would say 6 or 7 feet above the high-
way.

JITCHAKU: Fine, okay. Now, where the site is, okay, now continue on the

old road, right. Okay, it seems to me a little more logical to have the site
closer towards the other end and go all the way down towards Papaikou where
the word Papaikou is. (Pointed out on the map by Mr. Lee.) Yes, there's a
gulch around there, right?

LEE: Yes.

JITCHAKU: Right there. Wouldn't it be more logical to follow the road....
JOHNSON: Dennis, I think she's talking closest to the bridge.

LEE: You mean, down here?

JITCHAKU: ©No, on the other end.

LEE: This side?

JITCHAKU: Yes, follow....go on down Hamakua side.

LEE: This, right here?

JITCHAKU: No, where you are right now, continue on to the road down’ towards,
right there.

LEE: You mean, right by the school?

JITCHAKU: Is that where the school is?

JOHNSON: You can't have it built. 1It's heavily populated.

JITCHAKU: Okay, I'm talking about there, there's a bridge, okay. An old
house comes out to where the .... I'm trying to place that a....there's an
older home on the corner of, you know the service station, across there,
there's an older home by the Kekela's. You know where the Kekelas are?
-LEE: Yes,

JITCHAKU: There's an old road in the back part, right?

KAWAIHAE: 01d road? That's the same road that's coming down and you come
down to the Kapue Gulch.

JITCHAKU: Okay, can you point that out where the map is?
LEE: Right here, there's a Post Office. -You come down the road...
JITCHAKU: Okay, that's where I'm talking about then.

LEE: You come down this side.
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JITCHAKU: Okay. Can you tell me why, maybe further in that area...

KAWAIHAE: Dennis, I think what you mean is if you're coming down from
Papaikou now and you're heading back to Pueopaku and after you pass the
bridge, I think that's what you mean. That area used to be a pasture land.

JITCHAKU: What I'm talking about is, there's this old road... Where is the
Kekela's house?

KAWAIHAE: Kekela's house is...it goes to the back road.

JITCHAKU: Okay, it joins here, there's an o0ld road right here. Why wasn't
the site around here away from the residents?

KAWAIHAE: I think I can explain that to you. I think Dennis could.

LEE: The reason why we didn't take this site is because it is economically
unfeasible. There's a bank there that's about 30 to 40 feet high which we
have to cut down.

JITCHAKU: But thereis no home in that area in the back.

LEE: There's no home because it's a steep bank and on top of the bank is cane
field.

KAWAIHAE: 1It's a'steep bank you know. The bank too is about 60 feet high,
Fifty to sixty feet high. -

LEE: That would have been more of a site in the gulch itself.

CHAIRMAN: The Chair would like to break in. Chair just learned that we have
to vacate this building at 10 o'clock and it is now 17 minutes to 10 and we're
only talking about Papaikou site and there's three others.

KAWATIHAE : Well, may I end here?

JITCHAKU: Fine.

RAWAIHAE: If that is, there isn't.some more questions from any of you.
JOHNSON: I have a question for Mr. Lee. 1I'll direct to him éfterwards.

KAWAIHAE: Okay. On behalf of all the petitioners, at least it comes from
them and from their hearts, the 644 petitioners, you know. More recently, I
"got this other people who had helped me along, these five others, my wife.
You see, I covered certain areas, my wife covered certain areas and so being
the five others. And they told me this to ask you people that they humbly
quote, that you people will approve this site. Thank you.

CHAIRMAN: Thank you Mr. Kawaihae. Anyone else would like to speak on the
Papaikou site. . | '

ISAMI KOBAYASHI: I'm Isami Kobayashi. Mr. Chairman, what Mr. Kawaihae said
now, said he took about month and a half but Mr. Lee just said the petition
was signed about one yecar and a half, which is true now. If he signed up
now, I bet you any time they won't sign now without knowing that this dump
site going be right by I would say through district.
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DEPUTY PLANNING DIRECTOR: Mr. Kobayashi, earlier in some of the Commissioners’
mind, there were confusion as far as when the petitions were signed and under
what function the petition was signed. I believe it was clarified that based
on Mr., Kawaibae and the representative from the Public Works, the comments

. were that the petition was signed with the understanding that they would be in
support for a solid waste transfer station site in Papaikou or Paukaa area
with no specific reference to any particular location. So I think this infor-
mation the Commissioners already understand.

KOBAYASHI: Thank you very much.

CHAIRMAN: Thank you Mr. Kobayashi. Anyone else on the Papaikou site? Yes,
gir,

SHOSO KAWAMOTO: My name is Shoso Kawamoto and I live pretty close to trans-
fer station to be. According to this recent change I'm looking, it says 1/4
mile from the nearest resident. Now, is it 1/4 mile straight from the home
to the transfer site? That's the thing we're concerned about.

CHAIRMAN: I think Mr. Lee answered that by saying that he went with the road
but he also admitted that there may have been homes across which he did not
know how close they were. So they could have been closer. Is your place one
of those that's closer than 1/4 mile?

KAWAMOTO: Right, so I would like to emphasize that if transfer station could
be built further up the road away from our homes because we would like to
have the transfer site in Papaikou. The only thing what we oppose is the
nearness of the transfer site to our home.

CHAIRMAN: I think there's an important point to make.- You are in favor of a
transfer site.

KAWAMOTO: Right.
CHAIRMAN: The problem is the location.

KAWAMOTO: The location. If you could move it up maybe a mile or so above
the plantation road, you know, same area.

CHAIRMAN: Are you saying around like the bend like Mrs. Jitchaku...

KAWAMOTO: No, no. Here's the plantation road alongside this transfer site,
not here now. Move up a mile or two above there. It seems nobody in Paukaa
wants a transfer site. If the plantation would approve to give that acre cf
-land, I would appreciate it.

CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Commissioner Sterling.

STERLING: In other words, most of you people gathered here this evening,
agree that we need a transfer site.

KAWAMOTO: That's only my opinion.
CHAIRMAN: I see a lot of them nodding tﬁeir.heads so I think it's true.
STERLING: Just the particular location. They are in agreement there then.

They need a transfer station. It is just a matter of arriving at where it
should be. :
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CHAIRMAN : Commissioner Johnson.

dOHNSON: My question I think would be directed to Mr. Lee that in reference
to what we get into right now.

Mr. Lee, in the event that an unfavorable recommendation is proposed by this
Commission, is there anyone of these four areas, alternate sites that the
County has looked at?

LEE: As I said earlier, we did have one and ready to construct in Paukaa then
we had to postpone when Mr. Kawaihae came out with this petition saying that
they want one in Papaikou. Now, at the time, we had taken Mr. Kawaihae out

to look for sites and one site suggested and one proposed to construct is

the one we're presenting tonight. Now, we have looked at alternate sites and
most of them were not economically feasible. The one we propose now and the
condition it is, is gonna cost the County some $180,000 to construct the site
we propose right now.

ASAI: If you proposed to go ahead on the other one, how much would it cost.
LEE: In Paukaa, it's going to be something like $80,000.
CHAIRMAN: Commissioner Watt.

WATT: How much of a cost does Hilo Coast Processing have on their decision.
Did they seem like they didn't want to work on their cane road at all, right
before this thing goes in?

LEE: Okay, let me make this point that the fellow just made about going one
mile up the road. It would cost about $350,000 a mile for a road, so that's
out of the question, not to mention the lease.

WATT: That is a cane haul road but that is an old highway.

LEE: I don't think so. That's the cane haul road that he's talking about.
That's plantation road, first.of all you will have to get a lease. That's
the procedure; and after the lease, you would have to improve the road.

WATT: And I think for myself, it distresses me very much that you are build-
ing these things out on the highway where all our tourists have to go by.

LEE: Well, we do have landscaping that we're going to screen the transfer
station.

WATT: It also distresses me very much that Onomea want to put in a sewer

'system and they crowded the people and now here we have another going in and
crowding people with all that vast amount of land in which to do it without
looking at all the alternatives.

LEE: Well the thing is, the people suggested the site. All procedure in
locating a site or finding a site is that we have somebody from the community
go out with us and suggest a site. We didn't go out there and sayv oh we're
going to take this one and bring Mr. Kawaihae and say .you agree with us and
this is the site. ’

WATT: May I ask another question. If you have a house 250 feet from there,
would you be standing up and complaining? I would. :

LEE: There's no land depreciation in constructing a transfer station next to
your house. That's been proven. ‘
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CHAIRMAN: The ‘Chair would like to break in here because the Chair is watching
that clock and the Chair is concerned on whether or not we can fairly complete
the public hearing tonight; but the Chair also knows there are several people
here who probably would like to say something and might not be able to come
back if we continue the public hearing on another night. I wonder if it will
be fair if some of the guestions we have, we could save so that some of these
other people who might want to speak could get up and say something before

we have to leave. Mr. Fuke.

DEPUTY PLANNING DIRECTOR: Mr. Chairman, I would just like to add that the .
Chief Engineer is aware that this is a government sponsored project and invari-
ably an impact statement is to be submitted and approved exactly like the Keei
Golf Course and Panaewa Drag Strip. Thus we have informed the Chief Engineer
that unless an impact statement has been approved by the Office of Environmen-
tal and Quality Control, it would be premature for the Planning Commission

to take any action; however, the Chief Engineer did submit a Negative Decla-
ration to the OEQC in a letter dated April 16, 1975. The OEQC, nowever, has
yet to act on this.

STERLING: Mr., Chairman, perhaps if you would make that understood more clear-
ly for some of the people here. The environmental impact statement would
take into consideration their feelings as to the socio-economic feasibility.

DEPUTY PLANNING DIRECTOR: Well, the impact statement theoretically is designed
to account for all kinds of concerns.

STERLING: As long as they understand what we are talking about Sidney that
the environmental impact statement would have to come along with this and

they understand what an environmental impact statement is and again they would
have to take into consideration their concern. :

CHAIRMAN: Yes, I hope everyone understand the environmental impact étatement
should reflect the concerns of everyone who is concerned about it whether pro
or con. »

JITCHAKU: Are we to say that.-one is already being developed? Would there
be input from the people who spoke?

CHAIRMAN: From what I understand, there's nothing.
JITCHAKU: Okay, we haven't had oﬁe as yet?
CHAIRMAN: The Chair... e o _ S e e
' JITCHAKU: The EIS. |

DEPUTY PLANNING DIRECTOR: No, the EIS has been prepared by the Chief Engi-
neer's Office. :

JOHNSON: You said the letter dated April 1975.

DEPUTY PLANNING DIRECTOR: So, we will make copies of that available to you.
It is the OEQC's responsibility to make two ¢opies available to the Governor's
Office; but what I was trying to lead up to is that if the Commission desires
to continue the public hearing, can lay the substantial basis in addition to
the public who want to testify again, but it really wouldn't be too much of

a contrast (inaudible).
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JOHNSON: Mr. Chairman, I'd go for that because actually we couldn't get an
input and we're running out of time. But my other concern would be we can

get input from the people here, from the Kulaimano, from Pepeekeco area, from
the Papaikou area and also from the Honomu area, but what about those out there
- in the Paauilo area? You know, I mean, I don't think they're gonna travel to
Hilo., What possibility of we getting there? »

CHAIRMAN: Would it be all right to check on anyone else who would like to
make a statement who has not made one and came here tonight and would like
to instead of us debating up here and we're using up time. Is there anyone
who would like to make a statement on any of the four sites. Please come
forward since you had come this distance and you are here.

YOSHIAKI TANAKA: My name is Yoshiaki Tanaka. I live same place with Mr.
Kawamoto as per red line there. I had a question which really confused me
was the petition. Could we have a Xeroxed copy passed out with the heading
clearly stating why you signed undernesth. At least this will clear up.

CHAIRMAN: Are you talking about the petition? .
TANAKA: Yes, the 600 or 700 whatever.
CHAIRMAN: It has not been presented to us as yet.

TANAKA: I'm confused because my name was mentioned and I didn't sign 1t.
It could be one of my relatives, I don't know. :

CHAIRMAN: Once we get a copy of it, we will Xerox.

TANAKA: And I think it's proper to repetition again with a proper statement
on it - proper thing.

CHAIRMAN: I would assume if your name does happen to be on it that you,..do
you agree that there should be a transfer station, but your question is the
site.

TANAKA: Location, right! Thank you.

CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Would anyone else like to...anyone who has not said
anything that came and wishes to say something?

KAWAIHAE: Mr. Chairman, if I get 'em right, but would he want to start an=
other petition all over again?

-.CHAIRMAN: No, no, no. It's just up for us. We just Xerox one out for him,
Because of time, I would like to suggest to the Commissioners that we continue
the public hearing if you so wish, which means that we're not closing the pub-
lic hearing but the hearing will continue at our next meeting in Hilo. We
will continue to have the public hearing some more with more input. In other
words, we're still seeking for more information. We're not cutting off any-
one.

* STERLING: Well, I would say, Mr. Chairman, regarding.your statement that I
would go for continuation on the public hearing, but I would like to go along
with Mr. Johnson, perhaps if we can move closer and if this warrants enough
interest maybe Paauilo or some place where we could get more people...

JITCHAKU: How about suggesting a public hearing at each district or make it
two other than...
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CHAIRMAN: I'm not sure what my Principal would say at the school I teach.
JITCHAKU: I would go along with the field trip.

CHAIRMAN: However, for the residents who are here, we often, especially when
we are undecided as to what to do, take a trip out to see and to talk with
the people that are out there. If we did that, we might let you know when

we come so you could be there to talk and show us exactly what you are talking
about.

KAWAIHAE: Is it possible to have this body here, maybe one weekend, go over
Papaikou and have the hearing in the gym.

CHAIRMAN: That's what we were just saying. When we continue public hearing,
we don't necessarily say where it's going to be. We're not saying it has to
be here or some other place. The Chair would like to hear some kind of a
motion.

JOHNSON: I so move Mr. Chairman'thgt we continue the public hearing.
JITCHAKU: Second.

CHAIRMAN: It has been moved by Commissioner Johnson and seconded by Commis-
sioner Jitchaku that we continue the public hearing.

STERLING: The place to be decided later?
CHAIRMAN: Yes., All those ih favor say aye.
COMMISSIONERS: Aye. -

CHAIRMAN: Opposed? The motion is.carried.

As required by this enclosed application form, we submit the following reasons
for requesting Special Permits for the subject use on the aforementioned lands.

ae.

The use of agricultural lands is sought rather than urban lands because
by its very nature, solid waste transfer station sites are basically
still a form, though a modern, vastly improved one, of the older type
rubbish dump now being phased out. The locations were chosen to be
fairly proximous to urban centers which they would directly serve, yet
still "away" from residential centers and other built up areas.

The sites were selected to afford the best compromise between remoteness
and practical proximity. The operations would not all be noxious as the
method has been designed to prevent visual as well as physical pollution
of the surrounding area.

Adequate access roads to the station would be built and maintained by the
County. The site locations are chosen for their easy and safe accessibility
along major public routes.

These three sites are being requested for new facilities to serve existﬂég"‘
communities which have not had adequate solid waste disposal methods. A" — >
total of 30 such facility sites are planned. Some are already existing

and others do not come under the review of the special permit application
procedure. :

The land for these sites are in various degrees of agricultural use or
vacant brush or. have varying agricultural potential, but the public need
for this service is deemed too far outweighing the relatively insignificant
amounts of land being considered and which would be removed from agricul-
tural production.

f. The present uses of the land at these locations will be changed but
agricultural lands pose better locations in these three rural areas than
urban lands which character would be more changed by these uses.

g. The need for such facilities on the relatively small amounts of agri-
cultural land requested renders the use most valuable to the public
welfare in view of the absence of such facilities serving these areas.

Also enclosed are agreements from private land owners to act on their behalf
for special permit applications. The land owners are Mauna Kea Sugar Company
the Pepeekeo and Honomu-Hakalau sites and Laupahoehoe Sugar Company for the
Paauilo site.

The Sewers and Sanitation Bureau of the Department of Public Works will be
available to specifically describe each transfer station site proposal and
to answer any questions which you may have.

We are hopeful that the Commission recommends favorably in this application.

Mauna Kea Sugar Company, Inc. is agreeable to having the County of Hawaii
Department of Public Works, submit on its behalf applications for special
permits to construct transfer stations in agricultural districts for the
Pepeekeo and the Honomu-Hakalau sites as shown on the preliminary parcel maps
accompanying your letter of January 15, 1975.

Insofar as the third site requested in the Paukaa, Puueopaku, Papaikou area,
we would appreciate further clarification of the desired location. In your
letter of October 16, 1974, a copy of which is attached, you indicated that a
site was proposed by the communities of Puueopaku and Papaikou. The petition
attached to your letter, which was signed by approximately 75 residents of the
area, supported the site located between Puueopaku and Paukaa. It is our under-
standing that your department has completed all necessary engineering work for
the Paukaa site. We particularly favored this location for several reasons. It
was convenient to the residents of Paukaa as well as those of Kalaoa, Kaieie,
Papaikou and Puueopaku. The site was not visible from the Belt Highway and would
require relatively little screening. The site would displace a minimum amount
of cane land and could be made available quickly.

The map accompanying your letter of January 15, 1975 showed a site located
south of the Kapue Stream and west of the old Mamalahoa Highway. This site would
displace approximately one acre of cane according to your map. The cane in this
area will require approximately 16 months to reach maturity which would delay the
project. If the cane is harvested prematurely the loss in income would be rather
large because this is a particularly good yielding area. It is estimated that on
the current price of sugar the loss could be in the range of $8,000-$9,000.

While we favor the Paukaa site let me make it clear that our company
will approve either the Paukaa site or the Papaikou site. We are concerned
that a substantial number of residents from the surrounding communities had
stated a strong preference for the Paukaa site. Before making a final site

selection in the Paukaa, Puueopaku, Papaikou arca it might be helpful to have

an updated expression from the residents, perhaps even a public hearing.

We will await your reply before confirming our approval of the final
site.

Backaround

- Imrlementation of the County's plan for solid wast. disposal will

and sanitary landfills. The transfer stations are used as convenience
centers for the public and the sanitary landfill as finai disposal sites.

Location

1. Kalapana Solid Waste Transfer Station

Descriotion

The solid waste transfer stations ‘will provide a clean, sightly

-place for the general public to dispose of their houschold waste. The
‘transfer stations would be enclosed to prevent blowing of paper and to

keep the weather from the deposited material. The transfer stations will
consist of an enclosed metal chute for refuse dumping with an enclosed
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70-75 cubic yard compactor container mounted on a trailer beneath the
chute. This container compacts the refuse for volume reduction and is
also self-sealing to minimize problems of odor and flies. The facilities
would be primarily for use by individuals hauling their household waste.
The refuse would be compacted twice daily and emptied as required.

Project aesthetics will receive high priority consider-
ation throughout the design and construction. The County's
General Requirements and Covenants will be included in the
construction documents.

There will be the unavoidable "cut and fill" areas and
contrast of the pavement within the transfer station area;
however, clearing and grubbing of the site will be kept
to a minimum in order that the remaining trees will make
the facility as inconspicuous as possible.

Recreation and Parks

There are no existing recreational park areas directly
affected by these projects.

Displacement of People

These projects will displace no businesses or persons
from their homes.




Significant Alteration of the.Character of the Area

l. Honomu Solid Waste Transfer Statibn

This project will displace an existing open dump. Plant-
ing screens will block any view into the planned transfer
station to make them as inconspicuous and acceptable to
the general public as possible.

2. Papaikou Solid Waste Transfer Station

The area is located on agricultural land; however, the
sit2 is elevated from the highway with deep cuts on the land.
The transfer station will be well suited in this area be-
cause this facility will take advantage of this particular
topography. The only major construction items to be per-
formed are the retaining wall construction and the asphalt
concrete laying. Some cutting of the land for the trailer
road will be required. Landscaping will add more vegetation
in the area.

3. Pepeekeo Solid Waste Transfer Station

The area is located on agricultural land; however, the
site is mostly soft soil covered with trees but mostly cane.
With the exception of a few trees and cane, the area will
remain the same with the overgrowth of trees. More trees
will be added as part of the landscaping to screen the faci-
lity from the view of passersby.

Conservation

1. Honomu, Papaikou, and Pepeekeo Solid Waste Transfer Sta-
tions

The area will have no significant adverse effects on
fish or wildlife resources. Erosion in the proposed pro-
ject area will not be a problem because ground cover will be
provided wherever exposed soil is situated. The landscaping
item of the construction contract will take care of erosion
problems which may result from construction.

Noise, Air and Water Pollution

The effect of noise, air and water pollution generated
by the proposed project during construction will be negli-
gible. After construction, noise and air pollution effects
from the traffic will be negligible. There are no natural
streams within the proposed areas. There will be no signi-
ficant adverse effects to the water table.




Social and Economic Opportunities for the Area Residents

These facilities will provide the community with a more
sanitary solid waste disposal system. Construction activi-
ties will provide short-term employment. The facility will
be unattended under normal operation. .

As required by this enclosed application form, we submit the following reasons
for requesting Special Permits for the subject use on the aforementioned lands.

a. The use of agricultural lands is sought rather than urban lands because
by its verv nature, solid waste transfer station sites are basically
still a form, though a modern, vastly improved one, of the older tvype
rubbish dump now being phased out. The locations were chosen to be
fairly proximous to urban centers which theyv would directly serve vet
still "away" from residential centers and other built up areas.

b. The sites were selected to afford the best compromise between remoteness
and practical proximity. The operations would not all -be noxious as the
method has been desipgned to prevent visual as well as physical pollution
of the surrounding area.

c. Adequate access roads to the station would be built and maintained bv the
County. The site locations are chosen for their easy and safe accessibi-
lity along major public routes.

d. These four sites are being requested for new facilities to serve existing
communities which have not had adequate solid waste disposal methods. A
total of 30 such facility sites are planned. Some are already existing
and others do not come under the review of the special permit application
procedure. ;

e. The land for these sites are in various degrees of agricultural use or
vacant brush or have varying agricultural potential, but the public need
for this service is deemed too far outweigh the relatively insignificant
amounts of land being considered and which would be removed from agricul-
tural production.

f. The present uses of the land at these locations vill be changed but
agricultural lands pose better locations in these 4 rural areas than
urban lands which character would be more changed by these uses.

g. The need for such facilities on the relativelv small amounts of agri-
cultural land requested renders the use most valuable to the public
welfare in view of the absence of such facilities serving these areas.

Also enclosed are agreements from private land ovmers to act on their hehalf
for special permit applications. The land ovmers are Mauna Kea Sugar Co. for
sites Papaikou, Pepeekeo, and Honomu-Fakalau, and Laupaboehoe Sugar Company
for the Paauilo site.

The Sewer and Sanitation Bureau of the Department of -Public VWorks will be
available to specifically describe each transfer station site proposal and

to answer any questions which you may have.

We are hopeful that the Commission recommends favorably in this application.

Mauna Kea Sugar Company, Inc. is agreeable to having the County of Hawaii
Department of Public Works, submit on its behalf applications for special
permits to construct transfer stations in agricultural districts for the
Pepeekeo and the Honomu-Hakalau sites as shown on the preliminary parcel maps
accompanying your letter of January 15, 1975.

Insofar as the third site requested in the Paukaa, Puueopaku, Papaikou area,
we would appreciate further clarification of the desired location. In your
letter of October .16, 1974, a copy of which is attached, you indicated that a
site was proposed by the communities of Puueopaku and Papaikou. The petition
attached to your letter, which was signed by approximately 75 residents of the
area, supported the site located between Puueopaku and Paukaa. It is our under-
standing that your department has completed all necessary engineering work for
the Paukaa site. We particularly favored this location for several reasons. It
was convenient to the residents of Paukaa as well as those of Kalaoa, Kaieie,
Papaikou and Puueopaku. The site was not visible from the Belt Highway and would
require relatively little screening. The site would displace a minimum amount
of cane land and could be made available quickly.

The map accompanying your letter of January 15, 1975 showed a site located
south of the Kapue Stream and west of the old Mamalahoa Highway. This site would
displace approximately one acre of cane according to your map. The cane in this
area will require approximately 16 months to reach maturity which would delay the
project. If the cane i= harvested prematurely the loss in income would be rather
large because this is a particularly good yielding area. It is estimated that on
the current price of sugar the loss could be in the range of $8,000-$9,000. 2

While we favor the Paukaa site let me make it clear that our company
will approve either the Paukaa site or the Papaikou site. We are concerned
that a substantial number of residents from the surrounding communities had
stated a strong preference for the Paukaa site. Before making a final site
selection in the Paukaa, Puueopaku, Papaikou area it might be helpful to have
an updated expression from the residents, perhaps even a public hearing.

We will await your reply before confirming our approval of the final
site.
