Mr. Peter Sanborn, project manager of Amfac Communities, Hawaii,
in behalf of Pioneer Mill Company requests approval of a Special Permit
to expand the existing Kaanapali Kai Golf Course executive layout
(.Par 64) into a full Championship Course on approximately 110 acres
of land at Kaanapali, Lahoina, Maui. The subject property is described
as Tax Map Key 4-4-06: 1 por. and situated within the State Land Use
Agricultural District. Two separate areas are proposed to be utilized
for the Golf Course expansion. The larger area consis.ts of approximately
95 acres and is situated on the mauka side of Honoapiilani Highway be-
tween the existing Royal Kaanapali Championship Golf Course and the
Kaanapali Vista Development. The smaller area includes approximately
15 acres of land and is situated just south of the Kaanapali Vista
Development on the mauka side of Honoapiilani Highway. The properties

. are owned by Amfac, Inc.

In support of his request the applicant has submitted a develop-
ment plan and the following statements:

1. "Expansion of the golf facilities within the Kaanapali Beach
Resort area is vitally needed to meet the demand created by
the ever expanding visitor industry."

2. "Further area under request is adjacent to and conforms in
use to areas within the County General 701 Plan designated
for expansion and future development of the existing facili-
ties."

The applicant further advised that it will take approximately
14 to 16 months to have the course fully operational and that the
course would be open to the public.

In a letter of May 13, 1975, to Mr. Howard Nakamura, Mr. Sanborn
in part, stated that:

1. "It has become very apparent to us within the last two
years that the single largest item that needed to be re-
vised within the resort area was that of our golf related
recreational facilities. Our golf staff has concluded
that the existing Kaanapali Kai Par 64 Golf Course can no
longer be looked at as an overflow course for the Royal
Kaanapali Championship course because there are too many
golfers demanding to p3ay a championship layout. In 1974
our two courses reported approximately 92,000 rounds of
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golf. In addition, we referred an estimated 10,000 - 15,000
rounds to A G B's Wailea Golf Course because we were unable
to accommodato them on our two coursos or the.golfors wanted
to play a championship layout instead of an executive course.
Further, it has become increasingly expensive to run a split
pro shop operation to accommodate both courses and we have
had to increase golf fees in order to offset the rising ex-
penses. Another important item which has been causing us
additional concern is that as the load has increased, control
of play on the courses has become more difficult. Thus, with
all of those concerns and problems in mind, we asked our golf
course architect and planners to create two championship golf
courses, maintaining quality layouts, that could be run from
a centralized golf shop and that would have both front ninos
ending at a common location in addition to the start of the
back nines leaving from that same location. This central
location could then become a control point with restrooms
and eventually, a food service operation to accommodate the
food and beverage needs of the golfer. The solution that met
these needs is shown on the development plans that have been
presented to your office."

2. "The development of the housing area in Lahaina in addition
to expansion of the Kaanapali Kai Golf Course will account
for an eventual loss of 104 acres of lands currently under
cane cultivation by Pioneer Mill Company. We have worked
very closely with Pioneer Mill Company in the development
of these plans so that a minimum amount of cane lands will
be lost to cultivation. In the Kaanapali area we have a

Special Use Permit request for approximately 110 acres with
only 62 acres to be devoted to golf course while the remaining
48 are to remain under cultivation in and around the golf
course layout. Pioneer Mill Company at the same time is
working diligently in all areas to reclaim new lands for
cultivation within its base of operation and as is noted
in their correspondence attached hereto as Exhibit "B",
186 (approximately) new acres will be brought into cane
within the next 24 months to supplement those acres that will
be lost for the Lahaina housing project and the Kaanapali
golf course expansion program. Also, it would be interesting
to note here as is shown on Exhibit "C", the net loss of
sugar lands to Pioneer Mill over the last 19 years, being
from 1955 to 1974 in light of all the development that has
occurred within Lahaina and Kaanapali is only 145.6 acres.
Amfac Communities and Pioneer Mill working together to
preserve cane lands is in accord with Amfac Inc.'s overall
corporation policy to retain the economic viability of both
its land development and agricultural holdings within West
Maui and throughout the state."

In addition to elaborating on the golf course expansion, Mr. Sanborn
noted that the following AMFAC expansion and development plans are
being projected for the Kaanapali Resort area:

, 1. Tennis Condominium Development

2. Hillside golf course oriented condominium project with
related commercial facilities.

3. Designation of public beach access by way of easements to
the County of Maui.

4. Support housing
5. Relocation of Pioneer Mill's lower cane haul road currently

running through the resort area, to a new location on the
mauka side of the propcsed upper limit of the resort develop-
ment.

6. Expansion of utility systems.

The subject property is currently under active cane cultivation.
The West Maui Soil and Water Conservation District advises that the
soil description of the subject area is Wahikuli stony and very stony
silty clay and that the:

1. "Slope ranges from 5 to 15 percent and soil depth to bedrock
is from 20 to 40 inches. There are sufficient stones to
hinder cultivation and in some places occupy up to 3 percent
of the surface. Many of the stones have been pushed into
rock piles. Available water holding capacity is 1.4 inches
per foot of soil."

2. "Besides sugar cane production approximately 50 percent of
the area would be suitable for truck crops. Other alte.rna-
tive uses are orchard and pasture."

. 3. "Soil features which may affect golf course development is
stoniness. The construction of drainage facilities may also
be difficult because of soil depth."

The Maui Planning Commission staff also received the following
comments:

DEPARTMENT OF WATER SUPPLY

"This Special Use Permit is for golf course expansion only. We

assume that the water requirement for this request is for irri-
gation purposes only for the golf course and the water require-
ment for this will be from Amfac's private water system. There-
fore, we have no requirements for the subject project."

DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION

"We have no comments or recommendations with regard to the land
use planning aspects of subject request.
"If permission for the special usage is granted, we suggest that
it be conditioned upon:

"1. Adequacy of the proposed drainage facilities. The Highways
Division requires that any increase in storm runoff due to
upslope diversions or less pervious development improvements
be provided for by adequate drainageways. A drainage outlet

to the lagoon to accommodate runoff through the lower endof the STP gulch is recommended for serious considerations.
"2. Specific plan review and approval for all constructionwork contemplated to be performed within State highway

rights-of-way."

. Other cooperating agencies had no objection or comments on thesubject request.
COUNTY RECOMMENDATION

The Maui County Planning Commission held a duly advertisedhearing on the subject request on August 6, 1975, with the exceptionof the applicant, no one testified for or against the project at thehearing. On September 10, 1975 the Planning Commission unanimouslyvoted to recommend approval of the Special Permit as it was found that:
"lands lost to sugar cane cultivation due to the golf courseexpansion will be replaced. Approximately 186 acres of land,part of which already under cultivation will be added to cane
cultivation within 18 months. Also in conjunction with thegolf course expansion new drainage channels will be constructedand domestic and irrigation water systems will be expanded.

"The Planning Commission concurred with the Planning staffthat the subject request generally meets the following guidelinesestablished by the Land Use Commission:
"1. The proposed use will not adversely affect surrounding

property.

"2. The proposed use will not unreasonably burden publicagencies to providç services.
"3. The proposed use will not substantially alter or changethe essential character of the land."

The favorable recommendation was subject to the followingconditions:
1. That the project be initiated within one year after

final approval is granted.
2. That all State and County requirements be met.

Mr. Sanborn: All of the Kaanapali land is under Amfac ownership.

Mr. Kage: This new cane land that you are going to locate, where is
that going to be?

Mr. Sanborn: There are three basic areas. Most of them on the mauka
area. All of them are on existing Amfac land....They are all high
level type land.
Mr.Kage: As I understand, the request is for golf course use. You
mentioned something about residential. That is not in the request?

Mr. Masuda: No.

Mr. Ishikawa: As far as the golf course proposed expansion, what is
the timetable in terms of being operational of the full new 18?

Mr. _Sanborn: If the necessary approvals are obtained by the LUC in
accordance with our timetable we hope to get under construction by
approximately November 1 of this year. We estimate it will takè
14 to 16 months to have the course fully operational.

Mr. Murashige: Would this be opened to the public.

Mr. Sanborn: Yes, as the existing is open, it will remain open to
the public.

There were no letters of approval or protest.

The Chair opened the hearing to the public.

No one spoke for or against the request.

Following up our presentation of expansion plans for golf facilities
in the Kaanapali Beach Resort area, we are transmitting herewith
for your review and action in triplicate the following:

The following is a brief soil description of the area which is
presently in sugarcane production.

Wahikuli stony and very stony silty clay
- Slope ranges from 5 to 15 percent and soil depth to bedrock is

from 20 to 40 inches. There are sufficient stones to hinder
cultivation and in some places occupy up to 3 percent of the
surface. Many of the stones have been pushed into rock piles.
Available water holding capacity is 1.4 inches per foot of
soil.

Agricultural Use

Besides sugarcane production approximately 50 percent of the area
would be suitable for truck crops. Cultivation would be slightly
difficult because of stoniness. Approximate water required for
truck crop production is about 8,000 gallons per acre per day.

Other alternative uses are orchard and pasture. Water requirement
for orchard varies depending on the type of irrigation system and
orchard crops.
Estimated carrying capacity for pasture under improved conditions
is 5 acres per animal unit during April to October and 2 acres per
animal unit during November to March. Water requirement is about
10 to 12 gallons per animal unit per day.

Subsequent to my
let°ter of April 9 and our meeting in your office on

the afternoon of April 22, I am providing herein the additional
information that you requested concerning the overall development
plan concept and proposed expansion program for the Kaanapali Beach
Resort area during the next three years.

By way of background information, the last time Amfac reviewed
the overall master plan for the Kaanapali Resort area was in 1966
through 1969 which was then tied to the development of the West Maui
701 General Plan. Needless to say, during the last eight years a

number of changes have occurred within the expanding visitor industry
and resort development real estate market that have resulted in our
again reviewing the entire resort area. During the last six to

' eight months we have analyzed where we have been, where we are now
and where we think we are going in the future as it relates to the
development of all our lands in West Maui which are directly affected
by the Kaanapali Beach Resort avaa and its relationship to the visitor

industry market on the Island of Maui.

Amfac's development concept for Kaanapali has always been one of
- controlled growth to meet the current demand be it for hotel rooms,

condominium units, golf courses, support housing, and other related
items necessary to meet the needs of not only the local community
but the desires of the visitors to our shores. It has become very
apparent to us within the last two years that the single largest item
that needed to be revised within the resort area was that of our golf
related recreational facilities.

Dur golf staff has concluded that the existing Kaanapali Kai Par 64Golf Course can no longer be looked at as an overflow course for theRoyal Kaanapali Championship course because there are too many golfers
demanding to play on a championship layout. In 1974 our two coursesreported approximately 92,000 rounds of golf. In addition, we referred
an estimated 10,000 - 15,000 rounds to A & B's Wailea Golf Course
because we were unable to accommodate them on our two courses or
the golfers wanted to play a championship layout instead of an executivecourse. Further, it has become increasingly expensive to run a split
pro shop operation to accommodate both courses and we have had to
increase golf fees in order to offset the rising expenses. Anotherimportant item which,has been causing us additional concern is that
as the load has increased, control of play on the courses has become
more difficult. Thus, with all of these concerns and problems in
mind, we asked our golf course architect and planners to create two
championship golf courses, maintaining quality layouts, that could berun from a centralized golf shop and that would have both front nines
ending at a common location in addition to the start of the back ninesleaving from that same location. This central location could then be-
come a control point with restrooms and eventually, a food serviceoperation to accommodate the food and beverage needs of the golfer.
The solution that inet these needs is shown on the development plans that
have been presented to your office.

The new golf course layout also met another stipulation that we had
put forth and that is allowing for the availability of at least
15-18 acres of land in the South Kaanapali area to be surrounded by

, golf course green open space to house a tennis condominium development.
The South Kaanapali area was chosen as the best location within theresort area for such a project as it has minimal wind conditions which
we have found to be somewhat of a problem at the existing Royal LahainaTennis Ranch project. Consequently, the 18 acres shown on the
development plan labeled "proposed tennis condominium project" were
created for the development of this type of project to meet the tremendous
demand for this recreational activity from visitors to West Maui.
La are proposing a subdivision of this 18 acres out of a larger parcel
of land containing 53.4 acres, being TMK 4-4-06:32 and subsequent
upzoning from its existing R-3 to an R-1 designation and development
of the project under the planned unit development section of the Maui
County Comprehensive Zoning Ordinances.

In addition to the consolidation of our golf facilities and the
creation of a site on which to develop a tennis project, our
revised plan now allows for better utilization of the old clubhouse
site and adjacent parcels for the future development of a hillside
golf course oriented condominium project with related commercial
facilities that could be accommodated within the current zoning of
those lands. The three lots that would be a part of this development
are noted as 5a, b, and c on the master plan map. Further down the
road - at least four to six years off - the new golf course layout
and expansion plans accommodate some additional hillside, low rise
development sites that could provide for projects similar to the
International Colony Club and Kaanapali Plantation condominiums or
single family detached residential lots similar to that of
Kaanapali Vista Subdivision.

Interrelated with the development sites and golf course expansion
plans as mentioned above and noted on the revised master plan map,
is the subject of public access to and use of the beaches that the
Kaanapali Beach Resort fronts upon by the public. Now that our
master plan is firm in its direction, Amfac is prepared as a part of
this revised plan and related requests to designate and document by
way of easements to the County of Maui, three beach access rights of
way as noted on the maps presented. .Easement documenuwith appropriate
exhibits and maps are currently being prepared by our legal and
engineering staffs and will be forthcoming in draft form for your
review and comments in the very near future. Further, in regard to
these beach rights of ways, Amfac will see to it that parking require-

, ments will be met to serve these designated areas .as
development of

the lands immediately adjacent to them is completed. We will work
closely with the developers and planners on those lots so that we'may
integrate the parking requirements with their parking requirements,
thus allowing, in our opinion, better utilization of lands and consol-
idation of parking areas, adequate to satisfy both parties. Also,
much needed maintenance of these areas will be Amfac's or our
lessees' responsibility. We will also commit to designate a fourth
major beach right of way with appropriate parking as mentioned above,
in the north Kaanapali sector across the lands now occupied by sugar
cane and the Kaanapali Airport terminal in an area as approximately
shown on the maps presented but we will not define the area exactly

°

until such time as we get closer to the development of these lands.
We estimate this development to be at least seven to ten years away.
When development plans become finalized, and the area plans for
improvement are completed, we will provide the necessary maps and

documents to designate said public beach access right of way.

One additional item in regard to public rights of way and use of beach
areas adjacent to Amfac land ownership, we are prepared to make
available to the County of Maui for public use a parcel containing
4.689 acres being TMK 4-4-06:33 abutting Hahakea Stream, being the
present southern boundary of the improved Kaanapali Beach Resort
development. In the lease and/or dedication of said lands for public

: use, however, Amfac would like the County to reserve a portion of said
lands, being Lot A as shown on the maps attached hereto marked
Exhibit "A", for permanent use as a cultural activity area relating
to the preservation of our Hawaiian heritage. Plans on a specific
cultural use are being prepared and Amfac would like to reserve the
right to approve any plans in regard to the cultural activity that

· will be housed on these lands both now and in die future. The balance
of said parcel, being Area B, will be for public use as designated by
the County of Maui. Appropriate documents and Land Court Maps regarding
this transaction will be prepared by our engineering and legal staffs
and will be forthcoming in draft form for your comments and approval
in the near future. With mutual agreement on the rights of,ways
noted and this park area, it is assumed that all the present County
fequirements will be satisfied.

Yet another very important factor involved in the development of our
expansion plans for Kaanapali is that of support housing to meet the
growing need for single family residential units within the West Maui
area. Thus, Amfac has petitioned to the State Land Use Commission
for reclassification of a 60± acre parcel within Lahaina town, being
a portion of TMK 4-5-15:01 from agricultural to urban, thus allowing
one of the few remaining Amfac owned parcels contained within the
urban boundaries of the West Maui General 701 Plan to be developed
for single family residential dwelling units. A preliminary master

-plan layout aE the total 60 acre parcel indicates 144 lots to handle
single family detached dwellings and 104 lots to house duplex units
and a three acre parcel for public park use.

A copy of our total general plan layout showing the above has previously
been submitted to your office during our meeting of April 22,
Further detailed plans on the first phase and general plans on the
remaining areas are under way and will be provided to your office
upon request.

The development of the housing area in Lahaina in addition to expansionof the Kaanapali Kai Golf Course will account for an eventual lossof 104 acres of lands currently under cane cultivation by Pioneer
Mill Company.

In the area of sewerage new sewer lift stations, transmission lines

and expansion of our existing sewer treatment plant facility will

take place as required to accommodate the flows generaged from the
projects noted herein and on our plans.
