The Land Use Commission of the State of Hawaii,
having duly considered the entire record in the above entitled
matter, makes the following findings of fact and conclusions
of law.

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. The Petitioner has filed for a one (1) year
time extension to commence drilling of exploratory geothermal
wells on approximately 120 acres of land situated within the
State Land Use Agricultural District at Opihikao, Puna, Hawaii,
Tax Map Key 1-3-1: portions of 24 and 25.

2. The subject property is located on the north-
western or Pahoa side of Opihikao Road, approximately 2.5 miles
from the junction of Opihikao Road and the Pahoa-Kalapana Road,
at Opihikao, Puna.

3. The Special Permit was originally granted on
July 14, 1977 by the Land Use Commission to allow the drilling
of exploratory geothermal wells. Condition No. 4 of the
Special Permit required that drilling of the first well com-
mence within one (1) year of the effective date of the
Special Permit.

4. The Petitioner has cited the delay in the

formulation and adoption of regulations governing geothermal



resource development by the State Board of Land and Natural
Resources as reason for the delay in drilling.

5. The Hawaii County Planning Department has
recommended approval of the time extension request.

6. The request for time extension was discussed by
the Hawaii County Planning Commission on June 15, 1978. At
that time, a representative of the Petitioner spoke in support
of the request. No other persons testified concerning the
request.

7. The Hawaii County Planning Commission determined
that the reasons cited by the Petitioner warranted granting of

the time extension.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The Petitioner has shown "unusual circumstances"
pursuant to Rule 9-3 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure
of the Land Use commission for granting of a time extension.

2. The granting of the time extension is not
violative of HRS Chapter 205-6 and State Land Use Commission

District Regulation, Part V.

DECISION AND ORDER

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that Special Permit No. 77-265
for a one (1) year time extension to commence drilling of
exploratory geothermal wells on approximately 120 acres of
land situated within the State Land Use Agricultural District
at Opihikao, Puna, Hawaii, Tax Map Key 1-3-1: portions of 24
and 25 be approved subject to the following conditions:

1. That all other conditions of the Special Permit

be complied with.



2. That should any of these conditions not be met,

action to nullify the Special Permit may be initiated.

A77-433 - ENCHANTED LAKE PARTNERS

In the matter of the boundary amendment petition by

- Enchanted Lake Partners, Docket A77-433, on which a hearing

was held on February 27, 1978 by the Hearing Officer, a resume
of his prepared report to the Commission was presented by
Hearing Officer Benjamin Matsubara. It was Mr. Matsubara's
conclusion that reclassification of the approximately 2.8 acres
of land at Enchanted Lakes, Kailua, Oahu from Conservation to
Urban was reasonable, non-violative of Section 205-2 of the
Hawaii Revised Statutes, and consistent with the Interim State-
wide Land Use Guidance Policy.

All of the parties to the petition submitted that they
had no objections to the Hearing Officer's report.

Vice Chairman Nakagawa moved that the Hearing Officer's
report be accepted and the petition to amend the land use



district boundaries for 2.8 acres from Conservation to Urban
be approved. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Oura and
unanimously passed.

Chairman Duke commended both Counselor Minn of the City
and County and Mr. Matsubara for their excellent reports and
directed the Hearing Officer to prepare the Decision and Order
on this docket.

SUBJECT: SP77-265 - Geothermal Exploration and Development
Corporation (Time Extension)

The petitioner, Geothermal Exploration and Development
Corporation, is requesting a one year time extension to Condi-
tion No. 4 of Special Permit 77-265. The permit was approved by
the Land Use Commission on July 14, 1977, to allow the drilling
of exploratory geothermal wells at Opihikao, Puna, Hawaii, Tax
Map Key 1-3-1: portions of 24 and 25.

The subject property is located on the northwestern,
or Pahoa, side of Opihikao Road, approximately 2.5 miles from
the junction of Opihikao Road and the Pahoa-Kalapana Road in
Opihikao. The area where drilling is proposed to take place
consists of two land parcels with a combined area of approxi-
mately 120 acres. One of the subject parcels is owned by
Vern Yamanaka and the other by Harold Ashida. The petitioner
has leased the geothermal rights from the property owners.
Within the 120-acre area the petitioner has identified six (6)
possible drilling locations.

Condition No. 4 of the Special Permit states: "That
the drilling of the first well shall commence within one (1)
year from the effective date of approval of the Special Permit."
The petitioner is now requesting an additional year to commence
drilling.

Delay in the petitioner's drilling schedule has been
due to the delay experienced by the Board of Land and Natural
Resources in the formulation and adoption of regulations con-
cerning geothermal resource development. Condition No. 1 of the
Special Permit stated: "That prior to commencement of any
operation, the petitioner or its authorized representative(s)
shall receive approval from the State Board of Land and Natural
Resources to conduct the proposed project." Board approval of



the project was stalled until regulations governing geothermal
resource development were developed and adopted. These regula-
tions were formally adopted by the Land Board on March 10, 1978
and became effective on May 19, 1978. As a result of the delay,
the petitioner filed a request for time extension with the
Hawaii County Planning Department on May 12, 1978.

In support of the time extension request, the petitioner
has in part stated the following:

"The above permit was approved in July 14, 1977 for
a period of three (3) years, and we would be in a
position to proceed drilling within one (1) year,
assuming that the Rules and Regulations governing
geothermal would shortly be adopted. These
regulations have still not been published and put
into effect, however, this is expected by June 1978.

"We, therefore, respectfully request that the
commencement of drilling requirement be extended
for one (1) year in order to allow time for
reforming of our drilling and funding program
which also expired because of the delay in adoption
of the geothermal rules and regulations.

"...We have completed the site work and access roadway
improvements, expending approximately $50,000,
therefore, in that sense we have begun operations.
The actual set up of rig equipment and drilling of
the well, however, must be delayed for new funding..."

The time extension request was discussed by the Hawaii

Planning Commission on June 15, 1978. At that time, a represen-
tative of the petitioner spoke in support of the request. No

other persons testified concerning the proposed time extension.

For the Commission's information, the meeting minutes of June 15,
1978 have been attached. ’

On June 15, 1978, the Hawaii Planning Commission voted
to recommend favorable consideration of the one year time
extension to the Land Use Commission based on the following:

"The Commission voted to send a favorable recommenda-
tion to the State Land Use Commission since they
felt that the request is a reasonable one and its
approval will not be contrary to the Special Permit.
The petitioner is subject not only to the State Land
Use Law and Regulations but also to the regulatory
functions of the Board of Land and Natural Resources,



specifically in terms of the drilling of the geothermal
resources. The Commission felt that the delay in the
adoption of these rules and regulations has caused a
delay in the petitioner's ability to meet the time
requirements of the Special Permit. As a result, the
commencement of drilling the first well has not been
due to the petitioner's own actions.

"In addition, the Special Permit was granted for a
three-year period. At this time, the petitioner is
not requesting an extension of the Special Permit's
overall life but of an internal time condition. The
extension of this internal time condition is not
expected to be contrary to the Special Permit in that
the three-year limitation is still in effect."

The favorable recommendation was subject to the condi-
tion that all other conditions of the Special Permit be complied
with. It was further stated by the Planning Commission that:
"Should any of these conditions not be met, action to nullify
the Special Permit may be initiated."

For the Commission's information, the original conditions
of the Special Permit included the following:

"l. That prior to commencement of any operation,
the petitioner or its authorized representa-
tive(s) shall receive approval from the State
Board of Land and Natural Resources to conduct
the proposed project.

"2. That the petitioner/representative(s) shall
secure a building permit for all structures which
are to be constructed on the subject property.

"3. That prior to commencement of any drilling
activity, the petitioner/representative(s) shall
submit plans to the Planning Department showing
the location of the well site(s) to be drilled.

"4, That the drilling of the first well shall commence
within one (1) year from the effective date of
approval of the Special Permit.

"5. That the length of this Special Permit shall be
for a period not to exceed three (3) years from
the effective date of the Special Permit.

"6. That the rules, regulations and requirements of
the State Department of Health shall be complied
with.



"7. That the petitioner/representative(s) shall be
responsible to assure that every precaution is
taken to reduce any nuisances, whether it be
noise or fumes, which may affect the residents
and properties in the immediate area. Should
it be determined that these precautionary measures
are not being applied, the Planning Department is
authorized to cease any further activity in the
area.

"8. That upon termination of the operation or if the
petitioner determined that the project is not
feasible, all structures erected shall be dis-
mantled and removed from the site(s).

"9. That all other applicable rules and regulations
shall complied with.

"10. That the petitioner shall be responsible for close
monitoring of the environmental effects of the
proposed project under varying conditions."

In addition, the Planning Commission pointed out that
any further development beyond the drilling and testing shall
require another Special Permit and that: "Should any of the
foregoing conditions not be met, the Special Permit may be deemed
null and void."

Petitioner: Geothermal Exploration and

Development Corporation
Tax Map Key l1l-3-0l:portions of 24 and 25

The Planning Commission at its meeting of June 15, 1978,
considered the request by Geothermal Exploration and Develop-
ment Corporation for a one-year extension of time to Condition

4 of Special Permit 77-265 until July 14, 1979 to allow drilling
of exploratory geothermal wells which was granted by the State
Land Use Commission. The properties involved are located along
the northwestern side of Opihikao Road, approximately 2.5 miles

from the Opihikao Road and Pahoa-Kalapana Road junction,
Opihikao, Puna, Hawaii.

The Commission voted to send a favorable recommendation
to the State Land Use Commission since they felt that the
request is a reasonable one and its approval will not be
contrary to the Special Permit. The petitioner is subject
not only to the State Land Use Law and Regulations but also
to the regulatory functions of the Board of Land and
Natural Resources, specifically in terms of the drilling
of the geothermal resources. The Commission felt that the
delay in the adoption of these rules and regulations has
caused a delay in the petitioner's ability to meet the
time requirements of the Special Permit. As a result, the

commencement of drilling the first well has not been due
to the petitioner's own actions.

In addition, the Special Permit was granted for a
three-year period. At this time, the petitioner is not
requesting an extension of the Special Permit's overall
life but of an internal time condition. The extension
of this internal time condition is not expected to be
contrary to the Special Permit in that the three-year
limitation is still in effect.

The Commission further recommended that the extension
of Condition 4 be approved subject to the condition that
all of the other conditions of the Special Permit shall be
complied with. Should any of these conditions not be met,
action to nullify the Special Permit may be initiated.

The Commission also informed the petitioner that the
State Land Use Commission has notified the Planning Department
and Planning Commission that any requests for time extensions
received after the expiration date of the condition may not
be approved.

" Geothermal Exploration and Development Corporation, here-
after referred to as GEDCO, has submitted a request for a one-year
extension of time to Condition 4 of Special Permit 77-265. This
Special Permit was approved by the State Land Use Commission on
July 14, 1977, and allows the drilliﬂg of exploratory geothermal
wells within the State Land Use Agricultural District for the
purpose of assessing geothermal potential and ultimate develop-
ment of geothermal energy. The area involved is located on the
northwestern, or Pahoa, side of Opihikao Road, approximately
2.5 miles from the junction of Ophikao Road and the Pahoa-Kalapana
Road in Ophikao, Puna (TMK: 1-3-01: portions of 24 & 25).

The area where the drilling is proposed to take place
consists of two parcels with a combined area of approximately
120 acres. Within the l20-acre area the petitioner has identi-
fied six poséible drilling locations. One of the subject par-
ceis is owned by Vern Yémanaka éﬁd the other by Harold T. Ashida.
The petitioner has leased the geothermal rights from the property
owners. ~

Condition 4 of the Special Permit states: "That the
drilling of the first well shall commence within one (1) year
from the effective date of approval of the Special Permit."

The request is to allow drilling of the first well to commence
by July 14, 1979.
In support of the request, the petitioner has, in part,
