Changes to Monthly State Tax Collections Reports

In the past, the Department has provided details on General Excise and Use Tax (GET) Collections along with the State Tax Collections and Distribution Report.   You will have noticed that for this month, the general excise and use tax summary is not included in your mailing.

Because actual GET revenue is collected electronically, but the matching Form G-45 is received separately through the mail, there is a delay in determining how much of the tax received is attributed to each specific taxable category.   As a result, the entry for "unallocated net collections" often represents a significant portion of total receipts.   To address this problem, the Department will, in May 2005, include the General Excise and Use Tax Collections Report for February 2005, along with the State Tax Collections and Distributions Report for April 2005.

In the future, this two-month lag will continue.   In this way, we hope to minimize the impact of "unallocated net collections".
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
